To the question of studying natural science disciplines using virtual reality technologies

Abstract. Virtual instruments and software products are one of the most important interactive elements of the
e-course in a virtual educational environment that are of particular importance in the study of the natural sciences.

The personal-activity method is a single direction of teaching language module

Abstract. The conditions of multilingualism, bilingualism, multiculturalism, the unification of educational subjects
into a single educational area, the focus on the development of the individual in the process of mastering languages
and cultures requires the use of a common approach to language learning. This approach should be based on a
common basis and have a unique methodological basis — the direction according to which the teaching of foreign
languages will be based on the experience of students in their native language.Considering the teaching of foreign
languages of younger students in the framework of an integrative approach, we turned to the personal-activity method
of teaching, which is aimed at the development of the individual (junior schoolchildren) in the process of mastering
speech activity in his native, second, foreign language. Personal-activity method acts as a direction in language
education and significantly expands the horizons of training and education of the younger generation, as it sets a
single vector of personality development regardless of age, type, profile of the educational institution.The personal-
activity method is based on the personal and activity approaches, which determine the general guidelines for the
development of personality in activity.

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Transforming foreign language classroom using authentic podcasts

Abstract. Advancement of the information and communication technologies brings the novelty to the lesson of
foreign languages, and motivates us to find new methods of teaching. This article is dedicated to show the usefulness of
podcasts for improvement of the language skills in foreign languages. The scope of the investigation can be identified
with the review of the works of foreign language researchers and Methodists. The methods such as observation,
empirical research of the podcasting and analysis are used to clarify the method of teaching a foreign language with
the help of podcasts. In this article, the stages of creating a podcast are illustrated in a sequential order to provide
detailed explanation of podcasting. The advantages of using this method in foreign language teaching such as the
development of linguistic competence and cultural awareness are given to encourage teachers to use podcasting.
Thus, based on the research done it is proven as an effective method of teaching a foreign language for beginners as
well asfor advanced learners who study English as a second foreign language.

Key words. Multimedia learning, podcasting, foreign language teaching, language skills, advantages, stages of
creating a podcast

Introduction. In his recent article “Social Modernization of Kazakhstan: 20 Steps toward Society of
Universal Labor” the President of Kazakhstan emphasizes that social modernization requires reforming
all spheres including education system. Today we live in the reality of globalization and digitalization. In
such century of technological progress English teachers have to look for new methods of teaching a foreign
language through multimedia and interactive technology. The use of podcasts in the Foreign Language
Teaching (further FLT) as one of the types of multimedia learning is increasingly gaining popularity today,
which makes the research on this topic of current interest.

The purpose of this article is to prove the effectiveness of authentic podcasts in developing foreign
language learners’ listening, speaking, reading and writing skills giving the precise explanation and
examples. This article also includes the description of the stages of podcast production recommending
possible alternatives for creation of original podcasts.

Body. First of all, the notion of podcast should be clarified. According to the New Oxford American
Dictionary a podcast is a “digital recording of a radio broadcast or similar program, made available on the
internet for downloading to a personal audio player” [1, p. 102].

To say it differently, it is an episodic series of digital audio files that are created, shared and heard.
Podcast can also be in the form of videos streamlined online, however, video podcast is known as vidcast
or vodcast (a podcast that contains video content). And authentic podcasts as well as vidcasts in a foreign
language can be used in teaching this language as the source of information and illustration of native
speakers’ intonation and enunciation. For better understanding the production of podcasts and also for
involving students themselves in creating their own podcasts, teachers can use podcasting in a classroom
of English as the tool of recreating a foreign language teaching.

The other issue regarding the reasons of using podcasts in FLT and the proof of its effectiveness in
acquiring the language arises and can be outlined through thorough consideration. Beare Kenneth who
studied the implementation of podcasts in English in his book called “Introduction to English learning
Podcasts” clearly revealed its advantages. The most salient feature of podcasts is that they can be accessed
easily and quickly by the learners, which makes it comfortable to use and motivates them to participate in
various ELT classroom activities [2, p. 5].

According to Chan, who also worked on this field,highlighted a good level of improvement in students’
pronunciation and enunciation while using podcasts in FLT. In his work called “Podcasting in foreign
language learning: Insights for podcast design from a developmental research project”, he singled out the
enhancement of students’ independence as well [3, p. 9].

The usage of podcasts in English classroom activities is enjoyable and allows students to gain
confidence in learning the language with the new technology. Foremost, podcasting has a positive impact
on the improvement of students’ language skills. In addition, podcasts are also useful for enriching cultural
awareness and communicational competence [4, p. 12].
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The research done by Arabian linguist Ashraf, who presented paper at the Proceedings of the International
Conference on e-Learning, indicates its usefulness in activating collaborative learning and peer review.
Moreover, creating their own podcasts, students can reach large audiences and share ideas. By doing so, a
foreign language can be learned quickly and naturally [5, p. 14].

Linguist Stephens points out the other essential benefit during implementing podcast application in
FLT. This beneficial feature is outlined with the active participation of both teachers and students, as they
are involved in the process of processing the information and creation of authentic podcasts. Furthermore,
in his book “All about Podcasting” he specifies the limitless resources that can be used offline as well as
online [6, p. 55].

Having better understanding of the effectiveness of teaching a foreign language with the help of
podcasting, the methods of using podcasts and podcasting in FLT can be defined. And one of the ways of
using educational podcasts is that teachers could apply such podcasts as Ted Talks or BBC for students
and give them opportunity to perform pre-, while- and post-listening activities, thus improving learners’
listening skills.

Educational podcasts with the focus on specific subjects can substitute teacher’s lecture on the same
topic. However, there is a note that should be taken into consideration: after vodcast which was shown on
a digital blackboard, students’ comprehension should be tested with the follow-up questions prepared by a
teacher in advance, thus to contribute to the better understanding of new information.

Itis obvious that podcasts ought not only to be used for informing and illustration the language acquisition
performed by native speakers, but also teachers might give assignments for working with podcasts in a
foreign language taking into account their linguistic skills and abilities. Students can choose from a range
of available podcasts on the common topic and fulfill the Podcast Response Worksheet as well as Podcast
Synopsis Sheet (the brief description of the content of a chosen podcast) that might be used as the tools for
testing learners’ understanding and also developing their creative and critical thinking [7, p. 25].

The other method in order to maintain to the better productivity is that teachers can prepare their lectures
in the form of podcasts on the subsequent topic and give the students for listening as home task and at the
classroom of English their understanding of information might be tested with the variety of assignments or
some practical tasks such as elaborating groups’ collaborative work regarding the topic.

Moreover, for making the lesson in a foreign language more interactive and digital, teachers can also
ask questions online through blogs such as mypage.ru or getting the answer through email and telegram,
thus monitoring students’ understanding and to be sure that they are prepared for practical assignments in a
classroom. This constant check will enable teachers’ awareness of their students’ academic achievements.

Foremost, educators can inspire learners’ independence and encourage them to be more creative in
producing their own podcasts. For motivating so, studentsmight create their own podcasts with the guidance
of teacher using appropriate strategies. These strategies are key for better acquiring the language through
the integration of digital technologies. After having done significant research in the field of implementing
podcasts, we have created the strategy for producing students’ authentic podcasts.

The first step in creating a podcast on any topic is to prepare the text for recording. Students can be
given a task of writing a necessary text for their podcast. This way they can also work on their writing and
teachers should be involved as well. Teachers are responsible for checking students’ mistakes and giving
them feedback. This task might be fulfilled individually or in a team setting. Cooperating students into
some groups regarding their interest and chosen topic, teachers have a chance of developing a collaborative
work.

Afterwards, the next stage of producing a podcast is the process of recording students’ voices. For
doing so, students can use any recording facilities such as laptop or personal computer with microphone.
However, the simplest way of recording is the use of the tool which is known as Dictaphone. In this stage
teachers might be also involved in the process and read some parts of the text for recording if there is
a dialogue in it. The main task of a teacher during this activity is to observe and give some assistance
if students need. For improving the quality of audio file, it is crucial to think about the acoustics of the
classroom beforehand. Another solution for this can be finding the classroom that is small and where there
is no echo. But if there is no such possibility of having such a classroom, then teachers can create the
artificial space where voices can be recorded. Another point which is worth of consideration is the fact that
students cannot record their voices perfectly from the first trial; that’s why more time should be spent for
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this assignment. Nevertheless, some of them who could not perform this given task as perfectly as they
might do, for those there is a chance of editing the recorded file through different programs.

The following step of producing an authentic podcast is the most challenging one and can be known
as the editing process. After recording students’ voices, they have an audio file in their personal computer
or laptop and can transform this file into mp3file which is easy to do with the help of internet converter.
Teacher might choose from the range of various programs that are free and available in the internet sources.
Foremost, based on our own practice we use the most popular program for podcaster which is known as
Audacity (the name of popular open source multilingual audio editor and recorder software that is used
to record and edit sounds). This audio editing program allows us to edit out the mistakes, change the
order of students and add music and sound effects, creating a more professional show. As for teachers it is
essential to illustrate the techniques of working with this program. And if teachers are not good at working
with this program or hearing about the podcast editor for the first time, then there is still a hope for such
educators, because there are available handbooks in the internet, where there are all instructions that are
needed for working with ready audio files. Moreover, teachers can print these instructions and hand out to
the students for individual learning as home task and then consider them in a detailed way while working
in the classroom of foreign language.

The concluding part in creating a quality podcast is to publish the produced and edited audio file in the
web page. Today, one can find the limitless number of different internet pages where our podcasts can be
published. Foremost, teachers can use a free podcast site such as Podomatic(one of the online podcast tools,
which allows creating, searching and sharing your own podcasts with others)for setting up a podcast page.
This page provides a website for learners to post their podcasts. The other popular web program is known
as Soundcloud (the world’s leading social sound platform where anyone can listen to or create sounds and
share them everywhere) and also can be used for this purpose. However, it is important to remind about
the responsibility that teachers and students have for the content of their podcast, therefore teachers ought
to check the ready audio file before streaming it online as a podcast on a webcast page. After publishing
all the produced podcasts, students can be given a task of sharing with their feelings about the process
of creating podcast and also discussing the podcasts of their group mates and asking relevant questions
concerning their production. As the whole activity is going to be performed in a foreign language, the
language acquisition is pleasant and accelerated.

According to the wide range of research in this field, podcasts are useful not only for the improvement
of listening and speaking skills, but also reading and writing skills can be developed as well. For instance,
in the initial step of producing a text for recording, students must write a written speech for it. This writing
activity is handy for practicing their writing skills and practicing sample essays. As for reading skills, it is
clear enough that students after listening a podcast can read a transcript of recorded audio file as well as
they are engaged in reading sample speeches for podcasts before creating their own. There is, of course,
no doubt that listening and speaking skills are being tackled while integrating podcasting, as students are
normally given a task of listening podcasts on a chosen topic and then discussing their content during the
lesson. These all shows us that podcasting is an indispensible tool for facilitating the language acquisition
activating all necessary four skills.

Conclusion. To sum up, the use of podcasts in FLT is the enormous effort in developing faster and
enjoyable language acquisition. Podcasting as the way of recreating a foreign language teaching has a
huge impact on the students’ progress in learning because of its before mentioned conspicuous advantages
and salient features, therefore we highly recommend for teachers to use podcasts and podcasting in the
classroom of foreign languages and encourage them to recreate the whole process of teaching a foreign
language, thus, inspiring the learning a foreign language in a natural setting.

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Is e-learning a real learning process for Kazakhstan?

Abstract. This article deals with the new forms of e-learning of the XXI century education in the terms of
digital environment. It discusses practice and experiences of e-learning in Kazakhstan which are for some set of
circumstances are open dispute. It describes a current situation, policy of e-learning in Kazakhstani context and
it proposes to broaden our horizons of what makes a good e-learning environment in Kazakhstan. The limitations
of e-learning associated with the system of administrative management that is traced by various sources shows
shortcomings and misconceptions due to established project “e-learning system”. Therefore, authors have attempted
to discuss “e-learning” as more than a tool for controlling educational process but its vital source of learning as seen
in other launched forms MOOC, e-learning courses, and blending learning.
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Introduction. An up-to-date vector of manifestation and breakthrough of Kazakhstani modernization
3.0 determines one more step for achieving modernization of public consciousness within the rapid
process of industrialization and focusing on a digitalized world for sustainable development and well-
being of a nation. Apart from new direction, education system expects the emergence and implementation
of fundamentally effective ways nexus of learning, teaching and learning environment in e-education.
Primarily concerned attitude and perception of e-learning should be corresponded to the basic meaning and
form of it within the framework of current practice in the world such as MOOC,blended learning, SMART
Education, Open University and other digital trends which are brand new in Kazakhstani education policy.
So, this paper studies what e-learning for Kazakhstan consciousnessis and finds discrepancy from analyzing
state documents and other facts which have occurred in Kazakhstan.

Literature Review. Some “defenders” of electronic technologies predicted a complete restructuring
of traditional educational institutions and the introduction of a new educational paradigm (A.A. Andreev,
P. Drucker, J. Duderstadt, G. Dryden, G. Matkin). Peter Drucker, for example, in 1997 pointed out that
“thirty years later the university buildings will be a relic. Universities will not survive “[1]. However,
despite the far-reaching expectations of the 1990s, most of them have not materialized until now. It
was assumed that the introduction of new technologies would entail the transformation of educational
processes: from the leading role of the teacher in the educational process to highlighting the student, and
that this transformation would allow students to develop to a higher order thinking skills, their ability to
solve problems, find information, communicative skills, creativity, and others. At present, such radical
ideas about the consequences of the introduction of advanced technologies in the education system and
the professional training of learners are more pronounced. It turned out that this process is more expected
than complicated, and that the advantages of new technologies are evidently seen, in particular, it is less
subject to routine and therefore may be more entertaining and diverse than traditional forms of the learning
process.

American professor Sheldon Rotblatt, the author of the article “The Future isn’t waiting” believes that
further development of universities can be foreseen on the basis of trends observed in the present tense.
The main trend that will continue in the 21st century will be the spread of mass higher education which is
based on the new educational formats (online learning) [2].

The article by Peters, M. A., Gietzen, G., Ondercin, D. J. “Knowledge Socialism: Intellectual
Commons and Openness in the University” is devoted to the description of the unique project “Open
University 3.0”, the emergence and implementation of which is possible due to the development of new
technologies providing open access to courses and training programs (online resources) [3]. Thanks to the
latest technologies, providing open access to courses and educational programs, soon, according to the
authors, it will be possible to create a unique project: Open University 3.0. It will continue the tradition of
the Open University, founded in 1969 by the Queen of Great Britain and offering distance education. In
addition, the new project will be the next stage in the development of Open University 2.0. - the authors
combine numerous online courses, which in recent years are provided to a wide audience by leading
world universities. Information about a number of portals that enable web-based learning from well-
known professors may prove valuable to readers, although some major educational initiatives, in particular
Coursera, are not mentioned in the article.

One of the qualitatively new phenomena in the world of education, dictated by the vector of the
information society, is the widespread dissemination of mass open online courses (MOOC). Education
specialists highlight MOOC among the 30 most promising trends in the development of education until
2028 [4]. In recent years, the global e-learning market is experiencing a rapid rise in almost all countries
of the world. The foreign portals of mass open online courses that appeared on the Internet from leading
teachers of the best world universities blew up the market. However, the main goal of MOOC is not at all
in new forms of education, but in reaching the maximum number of students.

The study of scientific articles and publications describing electronic technologies helped us to
formulate a list of terms that the authors interpreted as “online learning”: Internet education, e-learning,
distance education, network education, computer-mediated communications, computer training, virtual
classes, information and communication technologies, open learning, tele-learning, distributed learning,
web-learning, virtual learning, blended learning, e-education, e-pedagogy, smart education. Each term
interrelates with all the others even more complement.

E-learning-related definitions focus on interactive communications online, while other definitions
highlight the access to the vast and remote data stores. Some scientists consider the main thing - multimedia,
while others - the opportunity to use joint work in the learning process. Following authors suggest the
use of digital technologies as a supplement to traditional teaching, while others - significantly change
the educational process (A.A. Andreev, S. Arafeh, S. Guri-Rosenblit, M. Trukano, K. Khan, A.V. Bates,
N. Nosov, A.V. Khutorskaya, E.D. Patarakin, Y.A. Dubrovskaya). That is, on the one hand, researchers
assume completely different roles and functions when using the same terms, and vice versa - use different
terms to describe the same phenomena. Part of the confusion is due to the fact that new technologies
are comprehensive and offer a wide range of qualities and methods of application in various areas of
educational practice.

E-learning involves a completely asynchronous educational process using electronic information and
learning environment. Including electronic information and educational resources, a set of information
technologies, telecommunication technologies and appropriate technological means and ensuring
the development of educational programs or their parts through the independent work of trainees with
databases and interaction of students among themselves, as well as with pedagogical, educational support,
and administrative staff.

Research Methodology. The purpose of this paper is to trace and analyze the situation occur in
Kazakhstani education system related to e-learning because at the same time there is a question of a
competent and legitimate use of e-learning in the educational process. Already firmly established in foreign
practice, the phenomenon of e-learning is relatively new in the educational environment of the countries
of Central Asia. For instance, in the State Program for the Development of Education of the Republic
of Kazakhstan for 2011-2020 Kazakhstan, e-learning is presented as an independent section, the goal
of which is to ensure equal access of all participants of the educational process to the best educational
resources and technologies [5].

Document analysis is a form of qualitative research in which documents are interpreted by the
researcher to give voice and meaning around an assessment topic (Bowen, 2009)[6].According to analysis
of documents such educational programs for two periods as the State Program for the Development
of Education in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2005-2010 and State Program for the Development of
Education of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2011-2020 where we may cite following challenge in this
State Program “lowmotivationof userstoapply thee-learning systems”. It is a clear seen percentage of users
from 2010-2020 due to the target indicator which is written in State Program (Table 1).

The crucial question — one that is asked — is how people from Kazakhstan, children, students, teachers,
scholars, administrative staff and business section were not able to use e-learning (basically online
learning to use Internet) in 2010. Moreover, following question that comes to what e-learning system
for Kazakhstan is. According to the State Program for the Development of Education in the Republic
of Kazakhstan for 2011-2020 it is implemented the project “E-learning Systems” in stages from state
organizations of secondary, technical and vocational education.By the Decree of the Government of the
Republic of Kazakhstan dated June 6, 2011 Ne 631 the system of e-learning is included in the List of
national information systems. In accordance with the Law on Informatization, the project integrator has
determined the National Information Technologies JSC[7].

In school system is designed for three main categories of users:

- Users of educational organizations - school administrators, teachers and students;

- Users of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan - structural subdivisions
of the Ministry, as well as regional Education Departments receiving educational statistics;

- External users are parents of students.

Since 2008, all the universities of the Republic of Kazakhstan have switched over to the credit system
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of training, which implies mandatory access of students to information and educational resources. The
development of the IER in higher professional education goes in 3 directions: 1) the establishment of
special portals by universities, to the resources of which only its own students and teachers are provided
access; 2) the placement of the OER of'its own development on the official portal for general free access; 3)
placing on their portals links to Internet resources of free access, to sites of foreign, national and republican
electronic libraries, etc. Universities’ portals are created mainly on MOODLE, Prometey 4.2; eLearning
Server 3000, TAMOS University Suite, Platonus. Thus, In Kazakhstan a number of leading universities
such asAl-FarabiKazakh National University, L.N.Gumilyov Eurasian National University, M. Auezov
South Kazakhstan State University, Ye.Buketov Karaganda State University, K.Satpayev Kazakh National
Research Technical University, D.Serikbayev East Kazakhstan State Technical University, Karaganda
State Technical University, Karaganda Economic University of Kazpotrebsoyuzand othershave launched
management of the educational process, testing, distance learning, educational portal, electronic library and
a number of other services are provided within this electronic university system. E-learning predetermined
the emergence of a new form of an open university - a virtual university.

The platform of the e-learning information system automates the management processes of the education
organization, planning and conducting the educational process, accounting of students and teachers, school
records management and reporting in the education organization. The e-learning platform creates conditions
for the transition to electronic in-school document management and reporting in the country’s education
system. Teachers have access to a platform for preparing lessons, to an electronic library with additional
materials in the form of digital educational resources for school subjects and academic disciplines of
colleges. All working curricula and calendar-thematic plans in the e-learning system of the teacher form
from standard curricula and programs, centrally loaded into the system. Electronic class journals and
diaries of students are being conducted. Based on the grades posted in class journals, progress reports are
automatically generated. Parents through private offices can monitor the education of their children, if
necessary receiving free notifications via e-mail or mobile phones via SMS.

In order to automatically generate administrative reports of the Ministry of Education Statistics, the
National Educational Database has been deployed within the framework of the system, through which
online data are collected for all schools and colleges in the country.

The change in the educational paradigm leads Kazakhstan’s political structures to the realization of the
need to develop digital (electronic) educational content that meets the state standards and higher education
curricula. In addition to equipping universities with a technical infrastructure, attention is being paid to the
development of multimedia training resources.

In Kazakhstan, the following types of electronic educational content are widely used such as electronic
textbooks, interactive simulators, virtual tours, electronic research laboratories, training videos, educational
computer gamesetc.Electronic textbooks were widely distributed in Kazakhstan, an analytical review of
which was presented in the monitoring study of the UNESCO Institute for Information Technologies in
Education [8]. However, it doesn’t indicate full potential power of e-learning which absolutely differs from
the world perception such as the concept of Open University, MOOC, blended learning, and e-pedagogy.

Findings and Discussion. Literature review and document analysis undertaken identify complicated
concept of e-learning from different perceptions. For instance, in Kazakhstani society it limits with
administrative sector such as dealing with records management, electronic diaries, and journals,tracing
the attendance of students, calendars and schedule of classes and examinations, school collaborations,
database system, testing. So, it’s called “e-learning system” as a project launched by government to support
all levels of education system. Nowadays, it lies on must-have indicator of education from kindergarten to
universities for administration and management purposes. Regarding to the state project which provides
complex digital and analytical solutions for education within following portals: https://www.bilimal kz/,
https://schola.kz, https://mektep.edu.kz/, https://kundelik.kz and others.

Virtual universities of Kazakhstani higher education take a great role and interest among students,
prospective students, and administrative staff because it is described as necessary requirement for
everything related to academic studies. However, for Kazakhstan there is a real risk of missing the next
technological revolution in education in the form of mass online courses. Therefore, it is necessary to
intensively develop such courses, especially for the system of professional development and professional
retraining of specialists of all levels. However, in the Address of President NursultanNazarbayev to the
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people of Kazakhstan, “Kazakhstan Way-2050: Unified Goal, Common Interests, Unified Future” draws
attention to implement Smart Education within the framework of the State Program “Digital Kazakhstan
20207 [9].

Conclusion. In conclusion, we have defined following findings of the study which indicate a further
need for research:

1. New directions of e-learning such as MOOC, Open Universities and others as breakthrough in
education contribute to rethink the theoretical and pedagogical perscrutation of the context, the structure,
the system and the procedure of non-traditional pedagogy which generates contemporary dimensions of
teaching and learning process in the framework of e-environment and broaches a new phase of didactics,
teaching and learning styles and pedagogical process. Obviously, current situation indicates e-learning
extends beyond a narrow definition and is still a need for further clarifications and investigations, taking
into account e-pedagogy, e-didactics, and e-teaching.

2. Progression of educational process in terms of digitalization becomes obvious that the structure and
content of the professional training in the bachelor study should be reconstructed in accordance with up-
to-date requirements of the society where digitalization is more than technology it’s culture and model of
interaction. Therefore, universities face a golden challenge to apply MOOC, blending learning and others
in the process of teaching and develop prospective teachers’ ICT competences. The traditional concept of
being a teacher does not cope with the demand of the rapid development of digital world.

Cognitive-didactic Bases of Teaching Vocabulary:
To the statement of the issue

Abstract. The current problem of pedagogical science and practice is considered, specifically the linguodidactic
potential of cognitive lexicology as a linguistic mechanism for storing and transferring knowledge, correlating
thought and language structures. The novelty of the presented research is the construction of the theory of cognitive
semantics of the word, the definition of the multi-vector nature of cognitive onomasiology and the establishment of the
relationship between meaning and the semantic content of the word. It is revealed that the linguistic glottodidactics all
use the cognitive function of the language mobilely, which indicates the prospects for the development of this direction
in the methodology of teaching languages. The analysis of an adequate communicative-pragmatic interpretation of
lexico-semantic phenomena is presented. The postulate is grounded that linguistic units can be examined through
the ordinary knowledge of communicants about the reality and interaction with the surrounding world. The notion
of the “peculiarity of the cognitive function of language” is specified and the content of the methodical strategy is
described to the study of vocabulary as a means of systemic processing of information. The didactic principles of
the construction of cognitive lexicology (anthropocentrism, lexico-semantic representation of knowledge, the value-
semantic principle to the teaching of vocabulary and the discourse-communicative principle of linguodidactics) are
presented, each of which carries a function corresponding to the name, realized through methodological approaches
to the organization of the learning process. The results of the implementation of didactic principles in vocational
education are presented.

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Personally-oriented approach in teaching a professionally-oriented foreign language

Abstract. In the article we considered the personally-oriented approach in teaching foreign languages and the
role of education in modern society. Also, we identified how relevant personally-oriented approach in studying of
professional-oriented foreign language. We highlighted the main lines of the personally-oriented approach.

Besides, we considered the content of this approach: teaching activities, role of independent student’s work.
We identified abilities of personally-oriented approach in language teaching. We considered studying technology in
realization of this approach. We studied principles of personally-oriented approach: self-actualization, individuality,
choice, success and creativity. We identified problematic issues, which emerged in introduction of this approach, and
examined some options of its solution.

Education has always played an important role in any society.After all, education can attach a person
to civilization, pass on social experience, acquaint with culture and help to preserve it, equip with the
necessary skills and knowledge for self-development and increase in intellectual level.Education is not
only process of formation of the individual, but also a condition of consolidation of society as it provides
continuity of traditions, language and culture.

Today education is the main factor of rating of human development of the United Nations Development
Program.Annually this organization compiles the rating of countries with the largest index of education
development, because this factor is an indicator of the competitiveness of a country in the whole world
space.

Not accidentally that in the program article of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan N.A.
Nazarbayev’s “A Glance at the Future: modernization of public consciousness” it is specified that the
success of the country depends on the quality of the labor resource[1].The modern person has to have a
certain set of qualities, to be mobile and educated to meet the requirements of time.So, specialattention
is paid to increase in computer literacy, knowledge of foreign languages and also cultural openness.
Recognition of special importance of acquisition of foreign languages is a consequence of the entry of our
state into the world community and also internationalizations of all spheres of human life.

In our society education, teaching and educational institutions are highly valued. So, in normative and
legal documents of the Republic of Kazakhstan on education the priority purpose is preparation of the
qualified specialist for successful entry into society and also comprehensive development of the students’
personality.

We focus on one of the requirements for a modern specialist. This requirement is a high level knowledge
of foreign language, first of all at realization of the professional activity.It’s important component is
foreign-language communication.The specialist not only has to have necessary knowledge, skills within
the profession, in specific conditions he has to be able to convey information, to express the opinion or
to hold negotiations, even in cases of foreign communication.In this regard the professionally-oriented
foreign language is learned at not language faculties. This course is designed to create students’ skills in
the field of foreign-language communication, taking into account the features of professional thinking.It
should be noted that in such conditions the basic knowledge of a foreign language is not enough.Teaching
should take into account the needs of students, as well as the characteristics of their future profession.
Professionally-oriented teaching of a foreign language should combine mastering a foreign language and
developing the personal qualities of students by studying the culture and traditions of other countries

Thus, the essence of teaching a professionally-oriented foreign language is that special disciplines are
integrated into teaching in order to gain additional professional skills, especially in the field of communicative
interaction. The student must learn to use a foreign language in various areas of his professional activity,
scientific work, and communication with foreign colleagues. In general, students should receive certain
competencies duringstudying the course of a professionally-oriented foreign language.

In particular, communicative competence will make it possible to understand the meaning of certain
phrases and statements in a specific situation, specific words necessary for professional activity.

The linguistic competence that must be acquired by students in studying this course should help them
to master knowledge of the language system and the rules of its use in speech activity.In this way, students
will be able to regulate their speech behavior in specific life situations.

The sociocultural competence will allow students to avoid some hindrances in communication in
connection with big differences of the culture of the different people as students will have to seize skills of
elimination of such hindrances.

Methodological competence should allow students to effectively and correctly build their activities in
the field of language learning and replenishment of their knowledge in the future, while focusing on the
goal.

In the content of this course, much attention is paid to regional geography, which allows students to
learn new ways of speech communication, to the culture of the people whose language is being studied.
This knowledge helps to have information about the realities of the country of the studied language.So,
students at implementation of professional activity, fulfilling the duties, will reconstruct the behavior, the
speech so that to achieve success in the activity and positively to influence employees, colleagues of foreign
countries with whom, certainly, he will need to interact. The specialist will no longer feel uncomfortable and
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uncertain.His knowledge of the profession and knowledge of a foreign language will not exist separately
from each other.A student, a future specialist, will learn to communicate in a professional environment in the
world space.He will not have special difficulties in applying his skills.In typical situations of business and
everyday communication, there will be no problems with compiling a monologic statement of professional
content in another language.

Teaching a professionally-oriented foreign language can provide all the above competencies and
opportunities with its correct and effective implementation. There is a question of how to correctly
implement this teaching, so that the positive effect will be maximum, and what methods and forms of
teaching should be used.

For a long time the teacher played a leading role in the process of teaching.The main goal of the
teaching was the assimilation of the curriculum.Such a system did not take into account the individual
characteristics of students. It made the same demands on all.Students did not have to search for information
independently, analyze it, creatively process it, and solve problem situations.The students were provided
with ready-made knowledge, already revised.At the same time they needed to remember all the necessary
information, to understand the main meaning.So, in general, the process of mastering knowledge, skills
and abilities was conducted.

However, this system does not currently meet all the necessary requirements.To date, it has become
important that the student does not just possess certain knowledge, he must develop diversely.He should
receive significant professional qualities, be able to think creatively and critically, find non-standard
solutions to certain problems, quickly navigate in a large flow of information, be able to independently
search for and memorize the necessary information.Accordingly, it becomes clear that teaching on a
traditional system does not create the conditions for the formation of such skills and abilities, because it
does not allow students to realize themselves.This approach is not effective in teaching a professionally-
oriented foreign language.

In this regard there are demanded approaches to teaching and education, focused on specific features
of the personality in pedagogy. Respectively, the special relevance is acquired by the personally-oriented
approach, in particular, in the field of studying professionally-oriented foreign languages, as far as studying
foreign language is consecutive and difficult process during which students get certain values.These values
reflect their professional readiness as specialists in the future.lt is necessary to distinguish from values
education of the superior quality, self-realization, definiteness of the professional purpose, further vital
prospects and plans that is what makes a basis of future activity.In this connection the task of the personally-
oriented approachin teaching of professionally-oriented foreign language is development of independence,
creativity and personal growth.

This approach defines the direction of teacher’s activity in the learning process during realization of his
interaction with the student.

The new education paradigm changes approaches to an education system, putting studentin the center
of attention as the active subject who acquires the “personal knowledge”in the process of educationforming
and developing his intelligence.In other words there is a personality recognized independent and uniquein
the center of attention. The feature of the pedagogical personally-oriented approach is that it is aimed at
creating favorable conditions for the full development of this personality[2].

Proceeding from this, it is possible to mark out some features of the personally-oriented approach.

First, the student is not just in the center of attention, it is considered as the subject capable to self-
development and self-knowledge.

Secondly, we create conditions for the manifestation of individual abilities, that is a certain field in
which the student can realize and develop his skills and abilities.

Thirdly, the student is recognized as an active carrier of subjective experience, that is he actively
participates in his education, rather than passively perceives and acquires experience.The search method
of knowledge is very important.

Fourthly, professional competence of future specialist is formed as set of abilities, skills, knowledge,
experience and professional qualities of the personality. It is very important factor for modern employers.

Fifthly, personally-oriented approach is realized, first of all, on the basis of the personally-oriented
communicative technologies of teaching. Special attention should be paid to use of the communicative
situations and means that motivate the student to activity.
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Thusthe student actively learns the content of the program, builds and estimates the methods of his
activity during the process of obtaining the education. Thatis he can independently make a choice and take
the responsibility for him, regulate the behavior, showing identity. With the realization of such subject-
subject relations, study becomes a joint activity of the teacher and student.

A qualified teacher of professionally-oriented foreign language should have own ability to professionally
establish such relationships with students.In addition, it is important that this teacher has a high level
of knowledge in the field of professional activity of students studying a foreign language.The activity
of linguist should be directed to disclosure of their internal potential, personal opportunities in studying
language.In this regard the teacher needs to take circumstances of social character into account as study
of foreign languages assumes cross-cultural competence.So the student is involved in cross-cultural
communication, he learns foreign-language culture and language, and he has an interest in it. It helps to
reach high level[3,396 p.].

Further it is expedient to stop in more detail on the content of the personally-oriented approach in
teaching professionally-oriented foreign language.lIt is known that both at schools, and in higher educational
institutions, a foreign language is learned by all students together. Thusoften a different level of language
knowledge or ability of particular student is not taken into account.

In such conditions process of teaching is difficult. Everyone is able to speak a foreign language.If the
student understands and knows how to express thoughts in the native language, then he can learn to speak
and understand in other language.Then it is not clear why do many people think that they do not have
the skills to know it? The answer can be found in education system, namely in the program of teaching a
foreign language.It is not enough just to systematically study new words, to read, to translate and to retell
texts. After all, a lot of things depend on mood of the student and the atmosphere in which he is, because
the expected success and the feeling of the importance increase confidence in his forces.In process the
student should show the activity, and the teacher should help him to find and realize the individual way of
learning professionally-orientedforeign language.Thus, the teacher not only teaches a foreign language,
but also how it can be learned.

The main types of language activity are listening, reading, writing and answering questions.In everyday
life we use these forms not separately from each other, and in interrelation, unlike language classes. Thus
a foreign language is torn a little off from practical purposes.In this regard the student speaks and performs
tasks only in order that the teacher has checked language acquisition level.He has to wait for the graduation
of the educational institution to have an opportunity to practically apply the knowledge and skills.In order
that the learning of professionally-oriented foreign language takes place as a form of daily activity, it is
necessary that the student involuntarily communicatesin class in the language he is studying.For creation of
such opportunity it is necessary to pay attention to age psychology. It is necessary to reveal main questions
interested this or that age category and also to introduce them into the educational and methodical program.

In this case, the teacher must take into account the characteristics of each individual profession. That is
why it is important for the teacher to be oriented in the specialty, according to which students are learned.
So the program will include not only traditional subjects, but also those questions which will interest the
student. For example, if the program pays more attention to discussing important questions of modern
society, rather than learning of difficult texts, the result will be more noticeable.

Thus personally-oriented approach in teaching professionally-oriented foreign languages influences
the technology of teaching.In particular, there does not use teaching forms which are not characterized by
communication.The teacher uses group work, when students carry out it in common by the opportunities,
rather than reading the text and retelling it to each other or the teacher.Itispossibletogivesuchexample.
The students working on one text in a group distribute responsibilities.One of them reads the text, another
writes out unknown words, the third looks for them in the dictionary, the fourth translates all text. This
form of work allows students to cooperate and adjust communication, because to perform the work they
need exchange of information and collection of opinions. We need to organize such work correctly that
there will be an opportunity not only for manifestation of a speech initiative, but also for improvement of
knowledge.It should be noted that such work will have a great practical focus. The students at the same time
get knowledge of a foreign language and learn to interact with each other. Thiswillhelpthemwithfurtherlife.
For example, it will support the processes of self-knowledge, self-realization and, of course, help to create
a unique personality. The teacher should create right emotional mood, be able to apply his knowledge,

choose the appropriate form of work, learn opinion of studentsin discussions, and rationally organize their
work, including homework, to achieve a positive result.

However using all these conditions, the teacher should understand that some students have different
opportunities and abilities and also plans for the future.For example, someone is aimed at achievement of
general educational level, and someone is aimed at a higher profile level, which is focused on the future
profession.In this regard, we can say that the personally-oriented approach also influences the effectiveness
of teaching.

Thus, the personally-oriented approach should develop and support the interest of each student in the
study of professionally-oriented foreign languages.The teacher should be beyond traditional system.He
shouldnot only explain a new subject, ask, correct mistakes, give homework, but he should allow students
to participate in discussion of new material, to put forward the ideas, to feel more freely in class. Finally it
will allow us to overcome isolation, reticence, it will increase communicative skills, and it will bring theuse
of foreign language to the forefront in everyday life. In addition we can apply various forms of exercises,
focus on communication of students, and it will allow to consider their interestsin these conditions.

On the basis of the above, we can mark out some principles characterizing a personally-oriented
approach in teaching professionally-oriented foreign language.

Thefirstprincipleistheprincipleofindividuality.It is characterized by the fact that the teacher considers
individual abilities of the student and his psychological features, and also his motivation in studying
foreign language[4,501 p.].

The second principle is the principle of self-actualization.It is characterized by the fact that the teacher
motivates students, supports their initiatives, promotes the manifestation of their natural skills and abilities.

The third principle is the principle of the choice. This principle gives students the chance to independently
regulate their activity when they will do tasks. That is to carry out the activity depending on already
available abilities, knowledge and skills.

The fourth principle is the principle of success and creativity. This principle helps students to prove
themselves, it forces to argue and think.In addition, it includes ensuring of control and correct assessment
of the results achieved by the student.This moment is very important, because stimulation of the student on
further teaching also depends on it.

Besides, in this system of principles, it is very important that taught material on a foreign languageshould
not only expand the knowledge of students, generalize them, but also transform the personal experience
of each of them. According to the personally-oriented approach, the student becomes the main subject and
participant in the educational process, because he significantly influences it, and also he has an opportunity
to reconstruct it.

The teacher performs a different role.He has to coordinate process of studying language, to define the
educational purpose and a trajectory, to organize an appropriate work and to provide resources.Students
have to acquire knowledge, and also they have to understand how educational process works, how they
can apply it in real life. So they have to know how they can acquire necessary skills yourself, without the
help of a teacher.In this regard, the teacher should create the students’ ability to independently search for
information and analyze it.In this case we can talk about critical thinking and creative activity of students.
Thus, the teacher must cooperate with students.It will allow to create more favorable conditions for their
freedom and an initiative[5,35 p.].

Despite the above-mentioned positive aspects of the personally-oriented approach, there are some
problematic issues.For example, when the student realizes his choice, he is guided by the wrong principles.
He thinks that it is better to choose the teacher who will demand less, than a strict professional. This fact
depends on mentality and qualities of the student.In this case it is necessary to inform him that his choice
influences his qualitative education and experience, and that it will negatively affect him later. Therefore
he must choose correct criteria for realization his rights.

Besides, realization of the personally-oriented approach is complicated by modern requirements to an
education system fixed legislatively.In particular, the student has to take examinations in testing form, for
example,after the end of studying professionally-oriented foreign language at university or at receipt in
magistracy.In this regard, the teacher of foreign language is forced to perfect ability of students to choose
the right answer from the presented ones.However, knowing of foreign language implies the ability to
speak this language, that is, to speak, to express thoughts.Tests do not show real students’ knowledge of
foreign language more likely they show abilities to learn possible answers.
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As it mentioned earlier, the teacher has to pay attention to personal features of each student, and
depending on it he has to define a trajectory of his teaching. However, there are difficulties too.It is connected
with the fact that there are a lot of students in groups with which the teacher works.The teacher just has no
opportunity to study and pay attention to all.For example, in higher education institutions the number of
students in a group can reach 15-20 people.Of course, in such conditions it is very difficult to realize the
personally-oriented approach in teaching professionally-oriented foreign language.

Besides, among them there can be students with different types of personality.In particular, there are
those who do not want to join the conversation among a large number of people. Theyareintroverts.But
there are others. They are extroverts, who constantly want to talk. They take offense if they aren’t asked
and shouted from their seats. We should begin learning foreign language with the first type from written
tasks. So such person will be able to realize himself out of a stressful situation, gradually expanding
opportunities. We should give the opportunity to carry out joint activities to the second type of students.
There should be both types of students in groups to involve all students in the speech activity.However it
is very difficult to realize such activity in large groups.Finally it will lead to the fact that a certain part of
group will participate in teaching. Other students will passively attend classes and receive grades, but, most
likely, they will not have knowledge of foreign language after course.

After solvingthe above problems there will be created necessary conditions and opportunities for the
full implementation of the personally-oriented approach in teaching a professionally-oriented foreign
language.This approach is very important. It gives great opportunities for students. It promotes to acquire
knowledge of foreign language, butalso it develops personality. It is the important purpose of modern life.
Existence of skills, knowledge and abilities is important for personally formation in future profession.The
specialist who knows a foreign language is valued more highly and he has more opportunities to move up
the career ladder, he is more mobile. In process of learning the student already becomes comprehensively
prepared, independent, and he is able to think. Even if he doesn’t have certain knowledge in some questions,
he will be capable to react quickly and flexibly, and to eliminate defects, because he will be able to acquire
knowledge, to look for and analyze information. And it won’t create for him big problems and stressful
situations.Finally personally-oriented approach is directed to formation a highly qualified specialist.

The key topic of the discussion is
an issue of the nation competitiveness in the policy article of the Head of State N.A.Nazabayev “the Course towards
the Future: Modernization of Public Conscience”.

The concepts of a French thinker and scholar Michel de Montaigne, a founder of the children’s cognitive
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development theory Jean William Piaget, renowned psychologists Lev Vygotsky and Erik Erikson, an author of the
multiple intelligences theory Howard Gardner, a researcher of the childhood intellegence methodology and one of the
program authors Osman Metin are taken as a research and methodological basis.

The experience of the program of the international school “NurOrda” in the city of Astana which has been applied
for the past 5 years has been analyzed as the article’s research and practice basis. The program involves 4 skills in the
synthetic form: linguistic, mathematic, scientific, and art.

Oral forms of work in the course of Ethnosolfegio as a traditional principle of educating the national singers

Abstract. In modern conditions, the issues of preserving and developing the values of traditional music became
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especially urgent. Adapting the traditional methods of educating the folk musicians in the Westernized education
system requires development of the creativity of musicians and the actualization of those values of traditional music
that are associated with its originally oral nature and its communicative orientation. In the system of university
education, the inculcation of these values is carried out in the course of ethnosolfegio. The course, based on the
material of Kazakh traditional music (instrumental and song) is intended for dombra players and folk singers.

The methodical dominants of the ethnosolfegio course for folk singers are the forms of work inherent to the
traditional musical thinking: 1) oral, since it is the oral forms of work that reproduce the traditional system of instruction
and provide activation of thinking, memory and hearing; 2) improvisation as a creative method designed to develop
and demonstrate the degree of mastery of song musical-poetic thinking and language; 3) creative communication,
which represents the traditional form of the song and poetic contest, activates the “digestion” of the material and
enables the realization of creativity.

In the article, among oral forms of work connected with the usual system of perception of traditional songs, an oral
musical dictation is also described in detail. It is the oral fixation, which is closely connected with the century-long
tradition of oral music making, that reflects the traditional method of improving hearing and memory. This form of
work, accompanied with the stylistic analysis, inculcates the ability to give an aesthetic assessment of the song heard
to the students.

In the course of ethnosolfegio forms of work such as improvisation and composition help students in understanding
individual style of folk composers-classics (Akan seri, Birzhan sal, Ykili Ybyray, Aset, Mykhit, Kenen, etc.) and
through the composing experience provide an opportunity to realize the relationship between improvisational
and performing arts. Creation of individual «original» musical compositions, oriented to the best compositional
masterpieces of classical works, today can be realized only in close contact with the previous experience - tradition.

The introduction of the system of creative forms of work into the ethnosolfegio is conditioned by a number of
priority tasks assigned to the education system as a whole. These tasks include educating the creative personality,
liberation and the development of creative potential for effective social and professional activities of the musician in
various fields.

Research-based learning within the framework of language disciplines

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of research-based learning within the framework of language
disciplines.Having analyzed the representation of the elements of research-based learning in the model curricula of
language disciplines, the authors came to the conclusion thatonly the disciplines “Russian Language” and “Profes-
sional Russian Language” provide an opportunity for students to develop their research knowledge and skills; the
model curricula of the rest of language disciplines require revision from the perspective of incorporating the elements
of research-based learning.

Research-based learning, research knowledge and skills, the elements of research-based learning,
research values, model curricula, language disciplines.
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The common obstacles within listening comprehension: challenges and recommendations

Abstract. The article deals with the common obstacles of listening comprehension that students experience in
English language classes and also suggests the ways of solving them. However, the students have restricted listening
comprehension and troubles to learn listening. The students’ concentration to gain English proficiency is becoming
lower and the teacher has faced problem in classroom organization. The article’s target is to identify impart of
listening comprehension strategies through authentic texts, and to give a classification of the listening comprehension
obstacles. In this paper, authentic texts are the main tool used to extend students’ listening comprehension strategies
in English language classes.

Keywords: listening, obstacles, authentic texts, tasks, comprehension, listening skill

The speech is the main component of thinking [5,191-192 p.]. A listening comprehension is related to
the difficult process of search and to the choice of informing signs out of the broad range of opportunities
that depend upon associative connections set as a result of language experience. Some of these connections
became stronger, and their appearance has large probability. At the same time there is “braking of emerging
of unimportant signs”, i.e. side connections without concerning a context. In the perception of speech
in native language selectivity of connections comes easily enough, as of foreign speech, listening must
operate not only an active dictionary based approach but also passive one, acquired mainly in the process
of reading [1,191-192 p.].

The visualization of word imprinted in memory is not always easily associated with speaker. The
understanding of word depends on knowledge of its semantic-syntactical valence and laws of its word
formation, on ability to correlate its meaning, especially multiple-valued one with the context [1,191-192
p.]-

Linguistic basis of meaning forecasting at the level of units is also type of syntactic link, an ability to
keep in memory traces from series of words, i.e. to slow down a premature conclusion about sense of a
statement. The special difficulty is presented by difficult syntactic designs. Their understanding as A.R.
Luriya believes requires the intermediate transformation providing mental segmentation of difficult units
with simultaneous, but not consecutive visibility of the whole structure [2, 40 p.].

Forecasting at the level of the text is connected with additional difficulties. Even the skilled listener isn’t
always capable to hold all information, to unite the separate facts in one general context, to understand
motives and the hidden sense of the context.

A listener’s success of deriving the meaning of the spoken message depends on the past experience, on
the extent of accumulated knowledge and understanding, and on the amount of concentration put in. The
listening process taking place within the mind setup has three stages:

e receiving the sound carrying message;

e focusing on the received sound stimuli;

e  assigning meaning to the spoken stimuli [3, 137 p. 188p.].

Within the listening of the native - language speech the sense of a statement is the most predicted. The
form and the content in this case cultivate the full unity. The perception of the foreign-language speech of
such unity isn’t observed.

Due to this condition maintenance of listening can be paid attention on. It shows up that difficulties
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of audio texts always must be higher than language possibilities of students in every certain moment of
learning. Only on such conditions listener will try to use the operations of forecasting choice based on the
context. In order to make listening comprehension turned out more successfully, it is necessary to send more
careful working off new materials on the stage of explanation, and also to recommend tasks for listening
comprehension of micro texts (semantic pieces) sounding to semi minute, of length in approximately 50-70
words. Every listening is necessary to accompany specific and feasible tasks. The listening comprehension
of speech is concerned to an activity of memory. The orientation of attention, interest in a context subject,
a certain speed of cognitive processing of information is of necessity to investigate which is the main
purpose of this paper [4, 20-22 p.].

Students mentioned in this work are to be recognized as people of 16-19 ages. The group of pupils of
the senior classes in one of the compulsory school and the 2™ year undergraduates are meant here.

It is accepted that listening comprehension is related to difficulties of the objective character. Student
cannot determine neither character of speech report nor terms of perception. At the same time success of
listening comprehension depends upon ability of listener to forecast, and on skills to produce on the native
language as well as on foreign one. Individual features of student such as his inventiveness and wit, ability
to listen and react on the different signals of verbal communication (pauses, logical accents, rhetorical
questions, phrases of connective character and so on), ability to be commuted from one cogitative operation
to other, have a large value, quickly included in the theme of report, correlate her with a large context, etc.
These abilities develop many objects in the learning process [4, 20-22 p.]. Process of perception of the
spoken speech differs in the active purposeful character connected with implementation difficult cogitative
activity which success is promoted by high degree of focus attention. The attention arises by means of
emotions and develops on their expense, however, at the person of emotion is always shown in unity with
strong-willed processes [5, 20-22 p.].

Success of listening comprehension depends, in particular, on the need of students to learn something
new, from existence of interest in a message subject, on awareness of objective requirement to study, etc.,
i.e. from the so-called subjective factors promoting emergence of establishment on cognitive activity [5,
20-22 p.].

The considerate organization of learning process, clarity and logicality of statement, the ultimate support
on vigorous cogitative activity, a variety of methods of training, specification of problems of perception
allows to create internal motivation.

Depending on the purpose listening, the perception can flow passively or actively. In the last case
listener will be able to join the “search activity” quickly, to make hypotheses successfully, to check and to
correct them, to remember the logic and the sequence of statement.

Most students will spend substantially more time in listening to the foreign language than in generating
it. It is not simply that they should get the meaning of the spoken speech what is said to the students during
teaching learning process [5, 20-22 p.].

The commons listening problems (www.usingenglish.com):

1. Thinking of something else;

2. Nonverbal: distractions, poor eye contact, face, posture, space and fidgeting;

3. Interruptions;

4. Finishing sentences;
5. Changing the subject;
6. Jump to conclusions;

7. Dismiss the information;
8. Prefer to talk rather than listen.

According to Abbott there are ten differences mentioned below tend to make listening more difficult
than reading:

1. Students generally expect that listening native speaker is more difficult, because they have different
manner to afford same sounds. This is a significant belief to think that your students would like to make a
conversation with native speaker.

2. Noise sounds can transform the intention of speech.

3. The listener can’t handle the speed of listening.

4. Speak material is something difficult.
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5. We can’t get the meaning of the data in only a few times if it uses foreign words.

6. A student formerly has to conduct synchronization with other task.

7. Spoken meaning is normally much less closely carried with message than written meaning.

8. If the students identify how to explain them, the listener gets appreciable support in comprehension
of such outlook of speech as intonation.

9. In many situations, student gets signal to understand language by yourself.

10. When listener abash with communication, they can ask explanation about material [6].

Many teachers consider listening as a receptive communication process which happens naturally. They
think that by mastering speaking, one can self-activates listening comprehension. In order to gain self-
mastering in listening teachers should teach listening strategies to the students. To introduce the students
the listening activities, authentic materials may be the best content to be used. Authentic materials have
been carried to English teaching methodology by delivering them in ways of implementing gestures,
intonations, demonstrations, actions, facial expression and perhaps visual media to facilitate students [7,
41p.].

Success of listening comprehension depends on the size of “operational unit of perception” that is
closely connected with the mechanism of acoustic memory. Within the process of understanding of the
audio-text the possibility of its interpretation rely on ability to keep the units of the spoken speech in
memory.

It is known that acoustical reception of information is impossible without participation of internal
pronunciation. The effect of understanding is made off success of “internal imitation” of the spoken
speech. Due to the mechanism of internal pronunciation the sound images turn into articulation, there is
“an internal imitation” of the perceived audio - fragment. The more we imitate correctly, the most we do
perceive correctly.

In the process of perception of speech collation acting signals are mostly kept in our memory. Collation
is closely related to past experience of students with their feelings and emotions [8, 3-6 p.].

For overcoming of phonetic and lexical difficulties taught it is possible to offer the next tasks:
to underline syllables accents fall on;
to point out stress words in expressions;
to strike out a word sounding that differs from a standard one;
to distribute words in accordance with thematic groups;
to categorize words on groups on key sounds;
to demonstrate the intonation picture of expression [9,106 p.].

For this article interviews & observations are considered as the only research methods to overview the
obstacles within listening skills teaching. English Foreign Language students have serious problems in
English listening comprehension due to the truth that universities give more attention to English grammar,
reading and vocabulary. Listening skills aren’t an essential part of plenty course books or recommended
educational programs by Ministries and other controlling bodies in Education and teachers do not seem to
give attention to this skill while planning their classes. Most teachers take it as given and suppose that it
will expand naturally within the process of language learning. Persulessy [10, 50 p.] expresses the opinion
that listening skill is unconsciously acquired by the listener. Most teachers also believe that listening is
synonymous to breathing — an automatic one [11]. Still another reason is that audio-lingual courses give
the imprint that they are teaching listening when in fact they are teaching other skills. In addition to this,
Nobuko Osada, 2004 [12, 53-66 p.] reported that listening has not been paid attention by both teachers and
students, & they are commonly less informed of its priority. In classes, teachers give impression to test, not
to teach listening. At the same time, students seem to be taught listening, but not listening comprehension.
As aresult, it remains the most failed issue to improve and the least understood aspect of language teaching
[13, p.]. In fact, listening is a complex mental process that involves perception, attention, cognition, and
memory. Comprehending speech in a foreign language is a quite difficult task for all students. While students
listen to any foreign language information, many language learners face obstacles. In order to help students
develop their listening skills, language teachers initially have to understand students’ listening obstacles
in comprehending spoken texts, and instruct effective listening strategies to help students overcome their
listening obstacles.
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The first stage composed for the English classes’ observations (nearly 72 classes during 10 weeks) was
organized to verify to what extent listening skills are realized in the classroom.

From the observation it was observed that many students performed poorly knowledge in listening
aspect. They were incompetent to understand natural spoken English supplied at normal speed because
they didn’t understand the spoken content of the classes. Within this case the students constantly lose
confidence as foreign language learners. They have obstacle in concentration and keeping concentration
for a long time. The same problem had also been observed in many countries [14, 144 p.]. The results of
these studies had proved that obstacles in listening in a foreign language were characteristically related to
listeners of different language background. For example, Underwood (1989) [15, 60-80p.] represented that
disability to concentrate “is a main obstacle because even the shortest break in attention can seriously affect
comprehension. Goh (2000) [16, 55-75 p.] noted students’ obstacle in perception: students faced problems
on identification of familiar words. He also pointed out that although they were familiar with some words,
they were incompetent to keep their meaning directly. They also stated obstacle in understanding the
intended message though they were familiar with literal meaning of words.

The results of observations determined that a significant part of the time of each class was dedicated
to the study of the grammatical structures followed by the corresponding exercises to practice what
they had learnt. Therefore, listening skills were hardly practiced due to lack of class time for listening
comprehension.

As the second stage, the teachers (8 people) were interviewed.

The second data gathering instrument employed in this study was interview. The target of the interview

was to triangulate the information collected through the questionnaire; to obtain data on how the listening
obstacles which had been identified through the questionnaire affected the students’ listening comprehension;
to achieve information about the reasons behind the students’ obstacles of listening comprehension; and to
discover if there were any other listening obstacles that influenced the learners’ listening comprehension.
Moreover, by providing opportunities for students to report in their own words, we might gain some
insights into their understanding and attitude towards some of these obstacles. The student’s voice could
be very valuable to our understanding of their comprehension obstacles.
Techniques of Data Analysis. The data achieved through the questionnaire and the interview were
organized and analyzed. While the data achieved from the questionnaire were analyzed quantitatively
and qualitatively, the data achieved from the interview were analyzed qualitatively. And the results of the
instruments identified the listening obstacles that affected the EFL students.

Results and Discussion. This section targets to present the statistical results and the data analyses in
order to answer the research questions addressed in the present study respectively. Firstly, the results of
students’ perception to the importance of studying listening comprehension are presented and analyzed
quantitatively. The second section provides the results and analysis of listening comprehension obstacles
faced by the subjects. The third section deals with how the teacher can help his students overcome
distinguished above listening comprehension problems. At last, recommendations for both teachers and
students are given.

Discussion of Questionnaire Results

1. Research question: How can students perceive the significance of studying listening
comprehension?

In the first item of the questionnaire, the students were asked to evaluate their ability levels in listening
skills. More than three quarters of the students rated themselves as “average, poor” in listening. Only
15% of the students think that their listening skills are ‘good’ whereas the other students (85%) think their
listening performances are ‘below average’ or “poor’.

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This might be a mirror of their disappointment caused by their previous failures or unhappy experiences
in dealing with English because they had not received sufficient training in the first place.

2. Research question: What is the Students’ Perception to the Significance of the English Listen-
ing Skills?

As illustrated below, descriptive statistics were presented for the students’ perceived significance of
English listening skills in Table 2.

When students were questioned on their own perceptions of listening skills taught, they responded in
a variety of ways. Table 2 shows that most of the students (59 % always & 24.3% sometimes) were aware
of the significance of listening comprehension. However, there were still a number (10%) of students who
did not highly evaluate the role of listening skill.

When asked about the obstacles of the listening comprehension, 76.7% of the learners reported that
listening comprehension is obstacle. Besides to that, a small number of learners (30%) find that listening
comprehension is boring and not interesting. Only 12% of students find that listening comprehension is ex-
citing. This is in line with a common problem that most students were incompetent to comprehend spoken
English required at their beginning level.

As for item no. 6, we found out that the most of the subjects (8§1%) did not receive enough training in
English listening comprehension during their classes and tertiary stage. Unfortunately, most of the subjects
did not gain proper training in English listening comprehension. Based on the collected data, 81.7% of the
subjects never heard about listening strategy.

To sum up, most of the subjects did not know much about listening strategies; accordingly, teachers had
better enter listening strategies specially defined in this study to students.

3. Research question: How and When Do The Students Find The Opportunity To Listen To En-
glish?

In the questionnaire, the students were asked to identify how and when they find the opportunity to
listen to English. Table 4 demonstrates the percentages of the responses given by the students. These range
from listening to teachers and classmates to communicating with friends. For more than three quarters of
the students (14 often, % 66 % always), the most common listening activity is listening to teachers and
classmates speaking English in class.

TV occupies the first place among other learning methods. Around (51 % always, 20% often) students
indicated that they use TV as learning method for listening comprehension. The reason for this overwhelm-
ing use of TV can be contributed to the joy and entertainment one experience when watching TV so that
students attention are attracted to the images displayed on TV.
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Using voice chat on the internet communicating with their friends occupies the third rank among the
students’ choices. More than two thirds of the students agree with item (11) that they use voice chat on the
internet communicating with their friends as one of the ways to enhance listening SKILLS.

The main problem determined on the base of interview results was that the students constantly had
shortage of practice. They do not systematically train listening comprehension and develop this skill
enough to improve their capacities. That research describes that listening comprehension is in reality an
obstacle to students. In point of fact, to hold a good listening skill, it catches times and difficulty. Neverthe-
less, students give a certain impression to waste very little time on practicing at home. Without self-study,
the students cannot access to any betterment or good arise in listening comprehension. Self-study is such a
means to reach a desired goal in listening. For their betterment, students listen to songs, tapes and disks of
the syllabus in University, news in English. However, much practicing would arise nothing if the students
cannot express the strategies from each listening task. The good outcome would arise if students perceive
and take strategies through their practice. The results show that by ensuring authentic materials students
can develop their listening skill [17].

The limited hours within a class force to organize self-study. Time limitation leads to a class work man-
agement assuming only on reading, exercising grammar and vocabulary practice. Listening and writing
needs much more time on self-study, that’s why it is better to arrange it at home as self-learning process.
However, the listening comprehension skills of students will not be developed without teachers. Teachers
play such a considerable in building up their skill. By each class, the teachers teach his students the ways
in each stage of listening comprehension. Normally, there are three stages: pre-listening, while-listening
and post-listening. Furthermore, teacher will advise their students the syllabus on a base of which they can
organize self-study easily [17].

Conclusion. Listening comprehension is ultimate not only in language learning but also in every day
communication. Nevertheless, the students have certain to have problems with listening. There are the
most general problems gathered from the learners: the time they spend on studying themselves is too little
to develop the skill, the unsuitable strategies of learner would be an impediment for their listening com-
prehension. The problems are also generated from the listening material and physical settings. To obtain
a capable listening skill, students themselves should have much more aspect to several of listening. At the
same time, they should learn the strategies for learning themselves. Teachers play a significant function in
teaching strategies and in the aspects of estimating them into practice [17].

Recommendations. To collaborate what have been written above and our thoughts about the result to
make betterment the listening skill of the students, we confirm with these ideas:

The students should spend much more time on self-study. They should listen to a different of topics in
order to have understanding with them. Furthermore, the students should know to ensure suitable strategies
to each variety of listening text. Teacher is to create authentic materials for listening comprehension most-
ly arranged as home tasks. As an outcome of self-study, writing an essay or an e-mail letter significantly
affects progress of language learning process capability. The authentic materials should be improved on a
base of the general obstacles.

The main objectives of the professional ethics of the teacher in the choreographic educational institutions

Abstract. The teacher is the pivot of public and professional morals as well as of training of his or her students
for their future professional activities. The ballet art has a unique history of pedagogical and mentoring skills. Today,
all the achievements in the field of world ballet, teaching methods, evolutionary processes in movements, jumps and
rotations are due largely to the first teachers, including Charles-Louis Didelot, Jules-Joseph Perrot, Jean-Georges
Noverre, Carlo Blasis, Nikolai Legat, Vladimir Ponomaryov, Alexandr Pushkin, Agrippina Vaganova, Nikolai
Tarasov and many others, who made great contributions to the development of ballet art and the formation of the
world ballet school. However, when it comes to pedagogical and educational tasks in the field of ballet art, it is
necessary to consider choreographic pedagogy not only from the perspective of achievements of world ballet and
choreographic pedagogy. Today it is important to consider the pedagogical processes in the choreographic art from
the perspective of the accumulated experience and fundamental scientific and methodological concepts of general
pedagogy and psychology.

This paper considers categories of professional ethics and teaching styles in choreographic educational institutions.
Teaching activities in the course of training of future ballet dancers have their own methodological specifics. This
paper analyzes choreographic training through general pedagogical principles and scientific concepts of different
authors, as well as through fundamental works by prominent teachers of the past and the present. In the ballet world,
teachers are being called upon to successfully solve the complicated tasks set by the professional requirements of
ballet, which only the teachers who have higher levels of morality can meet. Only a teacher whose moral attitudes
are impeccable is able to reveal to the students and future ballet dancers the beauty of human actions, foster in them a
lifelong love of art and dance, and help them learn to distinguish between the good and connivance, pride and conceit.

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Innovations in the management of modern school

Abstract. The goal of the modern educational institution is to improve the quality of education, which means
a high level of achievement and personal growth of students. First of all, it concerns the content of the received
management information, its collection and processing. The make an optimal management decision, it is necessary
to determine the purpose of information, sources of information, the volume and content, the form and the way it
is stored. The information can be classified in the following way: the effectiveness of the educational process, the
personal growth of students, the professional growth of teachers, the opinion of parents and the public about the
activities of the educational institution.A problem analysis of obtained information helps to identify positive trends in
the activity of the educational institution and to establish the reasons that promote positive changes or, on the contrary,
hinder them. Monitoring of professional achievements of teachers and personal growth of students allows tracing
the existing dependencies between the quality of teaching and the results achieved by schoolchildren. Conducted
experimental work, completely subordinated to the goal and the decision of the problems arising from it, confirmed
in practice the theoretical propositions and the hypothesis about the effectiveness of innovative approaches in the
management of the modern school. Innovations in the management of the modern school helped to find and use in
practice such unconventional forms and methods of teaching schoolchildren, such as lectures, workshops, specialized
practices, scientific conferences that not only provided a high level of profile training, but also contributed to the
development of students’ creative potential.

Requirements for the school at the current stage of development of education system formulated in
Education Act of the Republic of Kazakhstan and stipulate the need for its reform and reconstruction, point
to the necessity to change the emphasis in the field of management, determining its social determinism and
significance for economic progress.

Sincethe goals, objectives and content of school management are determined by the objective needs
of society, it is necessary to investigate them taking into account the current trends in the development of
the educational institution. This becomes especially relevant in the light ofconstantlycomplicating tasks
standing in front of school, accordingly, the management of teaching and educational process organized
in it. At the present time, the management of an educational institution is characterized by a change in the
goal setting, a branching out from the traditional forms of its organization, the change of subject-object
relations to subject-subject relations, restructuring of the structure.

The emergence of new types of educational institutions working in the development mode, and the
implementation of special procedures such as licensing, state certification and accreditation of educational
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institutions, certification of teaching staff, requireof significant changes in the practical activities of the
school administration [1, p.325].

Practically,
there are not fundamental works on the problem of innovations in the management of modern schools[2,
p.100].

The creation of a scientifically based management system of a modern school, the development
and introduction of new forms and methods of management in connection with the socioeconomic
transformations of society and the modernization of the education system are perspective areas for its
improvement.

At the same time, there are contradictions between the forms and methods of work that formed in
the majority of managers and the need to introduce innovations into the management of a school that is
functioning in the development mode. Contradictions are the followings:

* evolving system of scientific knowledge of innovative processes and the discrepancy of traditional
forms and methods of management to them;

* need to implement innovations in the management of the educational institution and the traditional
content of management information;

*need to introduce innovations in management and the lack of the necessary scientific and methodological
support for this.

It is recognized that for the functioning of an educational institution in the mode of development, it is
necessary to introduce certain changes and innovations into its administration.

The existing contradictions have determined the research problem, which refer to the scientific grounding
of innovations in the management of the modern school and determining their effectiveness.

Insufficient theoretical development of the problem of innovations in management, the need to introduce
innovations in management practice allowed determining the theme of the research: “Innovations in the
management of modern schools.”

This article concentrates on the theoretical foundation and experimental verification of the effectiveness
of innovations in the management of general education institutions.In the process of managing a modern
school the subject of research is the essence, specificity and content of innovations in management.

Introduction of innovations in the management of modern schools will be effective if:

* the essence and content of innovations in the management of a modern school are defined;

* innovations in management are identified and theoretically justified;

* the specifics and content of innovations in management activities provide positive changes in the
teaching and educationprocess: the work of the educational institution in the mode of development and the
improvement of the quality of schoolchildren education.

» criteria for the effectiveness of innovation in management are defined;

Objectives of the article are:

1. Identify and theoretically found the essence and content of innovations in the management of modern
schools.

2. Toreveal the features of innovations in the management of a school that is functioning in a development
mode.

3. Determine the criteria for the effectiveness of innovation in management.

4. Experimentally check the effectiveness of innovation in management: to identify the dependence
between the introduction of innovations in the practice of modern school management and improvement
the quality of education[3, p.234].

The methodological basis for the study are the fundamental principles of the dialectical method
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of cognition: the ascent from the abstract to the concrete; taking into account the continuity of
studiedphenomenon development; unity of theory and practice; subject-methodological adequacy, which
means that the level of studied object’s complexity corresponds to the level of its study (Ya.F. Askin, V.G.

To solve the assigned task therewere used the following research methods:

In the theoretical part there was applied the analysis of philosophical, sociological, psychological
and pedagogical literature on the research problem; analysis and generalization of advanced pedagogical
experience.

Experimental part included pedagogical experiment, psychoeducationaland sociological methods of
information gathering (observations, questionnaires, attendance and analysis of lessons), analysis of school
documentation, methods of mathematical and computer processing of empirical data.

Management activities in this context provide an improvement in the quality of students’ education and
the functioning of the educational institution in the development mode[6].

As criteria of the innovation effectiveness in the school management are taken the followings: 1) the
subjectivity of the administrative apparatus, characterized by a certain level of professional competence
and manifested in the specific interaction with the teaching staff and students, ensuring the transition of
the entire management system to a qualitatively new level and assuming its further development; 2) the
optimality of management results that is manifested in raising the level of teachers’ professional skills and
the quality of students’ education; 3) the complexity of innovation in management, which means taking
into account diverse features of management activities, that should promote the overall development of
the educational institution; 4) the continuity of the innovations implementation in management practice,
providing a new functional quality of school management system;5) the rapid pace of development
transition of an educational institution from one qualitative level to another, as a result its status changes;
6) the determinism of the educational institution’s development features with the specifics and content of
innovations in management; 7) the optimal combination of traditional forms and management methods with
innovative ones, allowing to receive diverse and reliable information about the school activity [7,p.150].

Introduction of innovations in management practice, which encompasses and unites various aspects of
teaching team and students activity, contributes to: a) a significant improvement the quality of graduates
education, manifested in increasing student achievements and their creative activity; b) the work of the
educational institution in the development mode, accompanied by changes in the indicators of teachers’
professional skill, activation of their innovative activities.

The scientific novelty of the research is the essence and specificity of innovations in the modern
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school management, contained in creatively brought changes in the goals, forms, methods and means
of management activity; there are given scientific and theoretical substantiation of the implementation
of innovations in the educational institution management that is concerning the content of management
information and methods of in-school control; there are determined criteria for the innovation effectiveness
in management (the subjectivity of the management apparatus, the optimality of management results,
the complexity of innovation, the continuity of innovations’ implementation, etc.); there are established
the interrelation of innovations and final results of educational institution functioning - improvement the
quality of graduates’ education[8,p.90].

The theoretical significance of research results is due to its contribution to the development of such an
urgent problem as the management of the school work in the development mode; the identification of criteria
for the effectiveness of innovation, which are objective indicators of the success of the administration of
the educational institution in improving the management system and the selection of optimal directions in
working with the pedagogical and student teams.

The obtained research results can serve as a theoretical basis for solving the problem of management
the quality of education. The practical significance of the research is that its results allow us to more deeply
and fully reveal the need to introduce innovations in the management of the modern school, and contribute
to its improvement. The proposed innovations and criteria for determining their effectiveness can be
successfully used in the management practice of modern managers and specialists in the management of
education in order to improve the quality of education.

Reliability of research results, and conclusions drawn on their basis are provided by initial methodological
positions, a set of pedagogical research methods that are adequate to its subject, purpose and objectives; the
representativeness of the sample size, the duration of the study, taking into account changing conditions,
the experimental test of the hypothesis; quantitative and qualitative analysis of experimental data using
mathematical statistics methods, computer processing of empirical data. Approbation of the research
results was carried out at the annual scientific and practical conferences on the management of the modern
school, meetings of directors of educational institutions[9,p.150].

The course of experimental work showed that the introduction of innovations in the management
of the modern school had a significant impact on its improvement and was reflected in the constructive
changes in the results of the activities of the pedagogical and student teams.In our practical activities
of innovation in management touched on changes in the target setting of the institutions activities, the
nature and content of management information, the use of non-traditional forms and methods of in-school
monitoring.During the experiment on introduction of innovations in management activities the quality of
education (high achievement and personal growth of students) was raised, which is the main goal of the
educational institution in modern conditions.

Innovations related to the nature and content of management information about the professional
achievements of teachers and personal growth of students allowed: 1) to establish links between the
quality of teaching and the quality of education; between the activities of the educational institution, all
participants of the educational process and social customers; 2) to promote the finding and use in practice
of non-traditional forms and methods of teaching students - lecturers, workshops, specialized practices,
scientific conferences, which, in turn, contributed to the disclosure of students’ creative potential. Among
the innovations that touched on in-school control, we included methods of content analysis, methods of an
independent examination of the quality of students’ knowledge, monitoring of the professional growth of
teachers and personal growth of students, the introduction of which into the teaching and upbringing process
contributed to improving its quality It has been experimentally proved that the introduction of innovations
in the practice of modern school management corresponds to the identified criteria of effectiveness, has a
constructive purpose that determines the work of the educational institution in the development mode and
characterizes the continuity of innovation processes.

The significant changes taking place society affected the modern school and necessitated the
modernization of modern education. One of the most perspective ways of modernization is the introduction
of innovations in the activities of educational institutions and in the management of this activity[10].

An analysis of the state of problem under the study showed that at present significant shortcomings in
the management of the modern school are due to the prevalence of traditional forms and methods of control
in traditional practice of many school leaders without taking into account current trends in the development
of educational institutions. One of the shortcomings of the modern management system of the educational
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institution is its focus exclusively on improving the performance of students, at a time when it is required
to focus on improving the quality of education, taking into account the new pedagogical paradigm, one of
the components of which is the personal growth of students.

Studying the problem has shown that philosophers, sociologists, psychologists, teachers, specialists in
the field of pedagogical management pay attention to the issues related to the quality of education, which
indicates the need for their inter-scientific research.

In the practical activity of the modern head of an educational institution the search for ways to solve
the problem of improving the quality of education, as many scholars acknowledge, is associated with the
introduction of innovations in the management of the teaching and educating process and the provision of
school work in the development mode.

Innovations in the management of modern schools may differ in their focus and effectiveness. In our
practical work, innovations in the management of the modern school have affected changes in the target
settings that determine the activity of the educational institution, the nature and content of management
information, the use of non-traditional forms and methods of in-school supervision.

The goal of the modern educational institution is to improve the quality of education, which means a high
level of academic achievement and personal growth of students. Changing the purpose of the functioning of
an educational institution entails a change in management activity. First of all, it concerns the content of the
received management information, its collection and processing. In order to make an optimal management
decision, it is necessary to determine the purpose of information, sources of information, the volume and
content, the form and the way it is stored[11].

In the conditions of changing the target setting of the functioning of the educational institution, its
orientation toward improving the quality of education is necessary: obtaining data on the personal growth
of students, which include information about changes in the student’s progress during the year and by the
year of study, attitudes toward learning activity, the range of interests, the development of creative abilities,
spiritual and moral qualities, etc.

In modern conditions information about the opinions of the students themselves, their parents as social
customers and specialists of higher administrative instances about the activity of the educational institution
acquires certain significance. Analysis and consideration of diverse information, in turn, involves the
improvement of the model of management activity, and especially its component such as in-school
supervision. It becomes obvious the need to bring some changes into it, as traditional forms and methods
of control do not fully cope with the tasks that the school faces today.

Among the innovations that have touched on in-school control are the content analysis method that
allows measuring individual characteristics and characteristics of the process under the study, monitoring
the professional growth of teachers and personal growth of students, methods of independent examination
of the quality of students ‘knowledge (centralized testing and professors’ questionnaire).

The criteria identified by us of the effectiveness of the implementation of innovations in the management
of the modern school, despite the need for their further theoretical justification, have allowed us to provide
a comparative analysis of the results obtained in the process of experimental work and to confirm the
effectiveness of innovations in the management of the moderneducational process[12,p.122].

The study showed that the introduction of innovations in the practice of management activities allows
not only to achieve better results in improving the quality of education of schoolchildren, but also to
identify the causes of shortcomings in the activities of the teaching staff, plan specific actions to eliminate
them, and ensure the school’s work in the development mode.

The research does not cover all directions for the implementation of innovations in the management
of the modern school, it touched on only some of its aspects and determined constructive ways of solving
certain issues. But we believe that there is reason to talk about the theoretical and practical significance of
the results of the research and the need for further research on the posed problem.

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Employment: analysis of needs of the employer and graduates of higher education

Abstract. Actual issues of employment of University graduates are considered in the article. The authors reveal
the content of contradictions between employers and job seekers on the basis of empirical data analysis. To disclose
the content of the article, the authors analyze the requirements put forward by employers to graduates of state policy
of youth employment assistance. It is revealed that the pedagogical and material and technical resources do not
correspond to the needs of the modern economy. The article highlights the activities carried out by higher education
institutions and graduate departments of higher education institutions, such as meetings with employers, presentations
of graduates, fairs of specialists, meetings of graduates of previous years with students of relevant specialties, the
creation of a database of graduates in order to communicate with graduates, monitor their careers, familiarization of
graduates with vacancies.

Summing up, researchers come to the conclusion that it is necessary to systematically study the labor market by
universities, take into account the needs of employers and create job search skills among university graduates.

Key words. Employment, university, unemployment, graduate, public policy, youth, employer, labor market.

Employment of graduates is not only a problem for graduates, but also a problem for higher education
institutions. Each university is a subject of two markets: the market of educational services and the
labor market of specialists, where work is closely interrelated. Therefore, increasing the guarantee of
employment after receiving education is an important competitive advantage of the university in the market
of educational services, allowing attracting more entrants.

In 2015-2016 academic year, according to the Ministry of Education and Science of Kazakhstan, 125
higher education institutions functioned in Kazakhstan, the number of undergraduate students was 474 841
people, the enrollment with higher education was 48.4%.

As practice shows, the proportion of university graduates employed by specialty in the first year after
graduation is an indicator of the national ranking of universities. According to the State Program for the
Development of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2016-2019 this share should be
75% by 2017, and by 2020 - 80%. Also in this program it is said that the level of satisfaction of employers
with the readiness of graduates to work should make up by 2017 - 70%, in 2019 - 80% [1].

The mechanism used to monitor the employment of graduates in Kazakhstan until 2014 was conducted
to provide information on employment and was not sufficiently reliable. In this regard, the Ministry
of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan developed a mechanism for monitoring the
employment of graduates by creating a section “Employment of graduates” on the portal “Work™ of the
Ministry of Health and Social Development through the integration of information systems of the Ministry
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of Education and Science, the Ministry of Finance and the Ministry of National Economy. According to
the results of the personified monitoring of the employment of graduates through the State Center for
Payments of Pensions (SCPP), conducted in 2014, about 70% of the graduates of the bachelor’s degree
found work in the first year after graduation from the university [2].

Let’s cite a few more statistics: according to the MBF, Kazakhstan is ranked 27th among 100 countries
of the world by unemployment in 2015. Belarus, Singapore, Thailand, Malaysia, Austria, China and other
countries are ahead. Russians in 31st place, the USA - in 43rd place, at the end of the list are Greece and
Macedonia [3].

At the beginning of 2016, out of 40 thousand unemployed citizens aged 16 to 29 who applied to the
employment agencies, more than 16.6 thousand managed to find a job. Almost half of them (7, 3 thousand
people) were rural youth.

In 2016, the youth unemployment rate was 4.5%. Annually about 70 thousand graduates of high schools
and colleges are unemployed. At the same time unemployment is higher in cities than in rural areas - 6.4
and 4.3 percent, respectively. Young people make up about a third of the total population of Kazakhstan.
Therefore, today the state takes a number of measures to provide young people with work [4].

The main question of the study is “What should be done to all interested groups and what tools to
develop stakeholders in order to satisfy the interests of society and the state in the context of employment.

The purpose of this study is to analyze the contradictions that arise in employers, graduates, society and
the state in dealing with the issues of employment of young professionals.

The statistical data presented in the study included young people from 18 to 29 years of age. The
research used analysis of scientific literature and official documents, statistical data, the results of marketing
research conducted at the Karaganda Economic University among students and employers (Karaganda,
Republic of Kazakhstan).

In modern rapidly changing conditions and the conditions of a permanent economic crisis, a constant
analysis of the demand for certain specialties and forecasting changes in demand for them is needed, which
will allow the universities to flexibly change their training policies.

Let’s name the main problems of employment of graduates in Kazakhstan:

- low competitiveness of graduates in the labor market due to insufficient level of professional
training, lack of professional experience;

- spontaneous labor migration of the young population and at the same time high demands of job
seekers on wages;

- poorly developed social partnership. There are no mechanisms for employing graduates, attracting
employers to the process of creating professional standards of higher education, training and certification
of specialists;

- the mechanisms of flexible response of the educational programs of the country’s higher education
institutions to the needs of the labor market have not been settled, mechanisms for obtaining a two-diploma
education at the bachelor’s level have not been worked out.

Researchers also call other reasons for not employing university graduates. First, young people entering
the University for a certain specialty were guided by the current conjuncture in the labor market. Later it
is found out, that absolutely other specialties are claimed. Secondly, despite the predominant tendency to
increase the number of grants for technical specialties, specialties in information technology, as well as
bio and nanotechnology, the faculty of universities is practically unchanged, and therefore the knowledge
transferred to students retains continuity, not being guided by current market needs employers. Often, the
theoretical knowledge obtained in the process of training a graduate does not quite meet the requirements
of the employer, not to mention the practical skills and abilities. Thus, the qualification acquired by the
student at the university does not meet the requirements of real time. This is due to the fact that the faculty
of universities does not change, and the knowledge transferred by them does not correspond to the realities
of time. Practice shows that the majority of graduates of higher education institutions are either forced
to work not according to their specialty, which is happening now, or is retrained and receives a more
demanded specialty [5].

The problem of employment is also acute for European countries. At the state level, attention is paid
to the need to create jobs, programs are being developed to integrate young people into the labor market
(trainings, seminars, practices, help in finding work), and social partnership is being developed to improve
the level of employment [6-9]. Some researchers note that there is no correlation between rising the
retirement age and increasing the unemployment rate among young people. Conversely, an increase in the
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retirement age raises the level of wages for young employees, and early retirement reduces the incentive
for investment in education and training, thereby reducing economic growth. [10]

According to labor authorities, about 20,000 jobs are vacant in Kazakhstan every year, where technical
workers are required. Thus, according to the specialists of the Kazakhstan Center for Public-Private
Partnerships, young people enrich the army of the unemployed because they do not study the needs of
the economy in choosing education. The outflow of skilled personnel, especially the shortage of technical
workers, forces employers to hire foreign personnel. “After all, when training for technical specialties,
training of personnel is often carried out on obsolete equipment. Ultimately, the received level of knowledge
of graduates does not meet the requirements of employers “[3].

For example, 44.5 percent of employers in general are not satisfied with the level of training of graduates
of educational institutions in Kazakhstan. 18 percent believe that graduates do not accord with modern
requirements, the needs of the economy. This indicates that 63 percent of employers are not satisfied with
the level of training of graduates of educational institutions [11].

The branch ministry is also too concerned about the poor quality of education in universities. The
main strategic goal is to reduce the number of universities in order to cut off from the industry educational
institutions with poor logistical support and poor teaching staff. In the republic there is a process of
optimizing the network of universities, the legislative base for this is available. But it is impossible to
reduce the number of higher education institutions at once. According to analysts, in the next two years the
number of universities in Kazakhstan will be reduced to 100. Such a reduction will deduce the ratio of the
number of universities to the population level to the level adopted in developed countries. As a result of the
process of optimizing higher education, in most regions of the country there will be two higher educational
institutions, the state and the large private [12].

Since 2017 in Kazakhstan the concept of state certification of higher education institutions has
completely gone, and international accreditation has replaced it. Since accreditation is voluntary, private
institutions of higher learning determine whether they pass it or not. However, if they do not pass it, the
graduates will receive diplomas of their own model of the university. This norm will become a tool for
selection: weak universities, which today also issue state-recognized diplomas, will simply stop to exist.
Since 2017, universities that have not received international accreditation will not place a state order.
Educational programs of state universities will necessarily pass international accreditation in agencies that
are full members of the international European network to ensure the quality of education [13].

It should be noted that in accordance with the decision of the ENQA Council meeting of February 13-
14, 2017, IKAQAE-IQAA (Independent Kazakhstan Agency for Quality Assurance in Education) was
admitted to full members of ENQA, an authoritative international association recognized by the Ministers
of Education of European countries, participants in the Bologna Process. This is a confirmation of the
international status of IKAQAE in the European Higher Education Area. Thus, the passage of accreditation
procedures to institutions in IKAQAE allows receiving a certificate of international institutional or special
(program) accreditation.

In order to support youth, the state programs “With a diploma in the village”, “Youth practice” and
“Youth personnel reserve” are being implemented in the republic.

There is program “Youth Practice” for graduates of universities. To gain experience after graduation,
the state offers graduates a six-month youth practice. For this purpose, a graduate (up to 29 years) applies to
the employment center under the akimat of city (district). After that, the employment center enters the data
about the graduate into a single database of specialists and distributes it among the employers’ companies
in the degree program. The employment center concludes an employment contract with the graduates for
six months. If the employer, during practice, finds the graduate suitable for his company as an employee -
he has the right to accept him for permanent employment. For a young specialist without experience, this
option will be the most acceptable.

The program “With a diploma - in the village” for students who graduated from the university in the
fields of education, health, social welfare, culture and sport, veterinary medicine. The state offers work in
rural areas with appropriate social support. In return, they are required to work in the village for at least
five years.

There is also offered one program - the program “Youth personnel reserve”. With the support of the
Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the People’s Democratic Party “Nur
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Otan”, the project “Youth personnel reserve” has been implemented to identify, select, train and educate the
country’s managerial staff from among young talented, active Kazakhstanis. And their inclusion in socially
significant activities in three areas: public service, business community, social and political activities.

However, the majority of young specialists are not satisfied with state programs. One of the reasons is
low wages and a temporary specificity of employment.

As it is known, young people are aimed at rapid career growth and consider work as a “social elevator”.
The employer does not always have the desire to have additional costs for the “after-training” of young
cadres. In addition, no social benefits are provided for a graduate of a university who has a job in the
specialty, primarily in the area of housing. Young professionals who decide to settle down on their own do
not rush to acquire families. So, today the average age of marriage in Kazakhstan is 28-30 for men, 27 for
women. Therefore, in modern conditions, the chances of getting an apartment under the state program as
a young family, where both spouses must have children and do not reach 29 years old, practically do not
exist.

The unwillingness to work in the rural areas among young people arises mainly for two reasons: due to
the lack of adequate high-paying work and modern infrastructure.

In this regard, young professionals and universities are encouraged to take care of their employment
in the learning process. Many students are looking for work-outs that can be combined with study. Portal
profinance.kz conducted an analysis of vacancies posted on hh.kz [14].

During the summer three months of 2015 - 1,598 vacancies were placed in the “Beginning of Career,
Students” field. Of these, every fourth vacancy (26.5%) for students is published in sales, every fifth (20%)
in marketing, advertising and PR. At 18.5% of positions are looking for students and graduates to work in
the field of “Administrative Staff”’. Almost as many proposals (18.4%) employers published in the tourism
and hotel business. Closes the top five specializations-leaders by the number of proposals for work for
beginners career - the field “Consulting” (10.6%) (Fig. 1).

In 17.2% of vacancies the company offers a flexible work schedule. Another 2.1% - offer a remote job.

Top of 5 cities with the maximum number of ads for work on hh.kz: Almaty, Astana, Karaganda, Aktau
and Pavlodar.

The analysis showed that applicants in the professional sector “Early career, students” place their
resumes in the areas of “Sales” (33.2%), “Finances, banks, investments” (23%), “Administrative personnel”
(20.7% ), “IT, the Internet, Multimedia” (20.3%), “Consulting” (18.8%) .

The average salary from the offered for the beginning of a career in Kazakhstan is about 80 000 tenge.
The minimum salary offered is 20,000 tenge for trainees. The maximum salary offered is up to 400,000
tenge in the extraction of raw materials [14].

Here is another ranking. The Swedish Universum has been studying employers’ branding for more
than 25 years - the way they look in the eyes of future and existing employees. The methodology is
based on the perception of the employer and the career preferences of students and professionals (current
employees) within the framework of such characteristics as “Reputation and image”, “Nature of work”,
“People and culture”, “Salary and promotion opportunities”. In 2015, Universum will first present the
rating of the most attractive employers of Kazakhstan. It was based on a survey of 4,786 Kazakhstani
students and 4,292 working professionals. It turned out that no matter what kind of education our students
get, they all are drawn to national or international companies. So, in the category “Business” for students
the most attractive is the group “KazMunayGas”, it also attracts the minds of future engineers and those
who chose natural sciences. Humanitarians first seek to get into Air Astana. Only IT professionals violate
this “nationally oriented” trend - they have the lead in attractiveness of Microsoft, but the same KMG
holding follows. By the way, working specialists demonstrate absolutely similar preferences. In favorites,
they have such employers as KazMunayGas, Air Astana and Microsoft. Average students expect that they
will be paid 227 320 tenge per month [15].

As the analysis shows, almost all universities in Kazakhstan face similar problems in the field of
graduates’ employment. Taking into account the current trends in the labor market, the needs of employers,
universities of the country, strategically important task determine the formation of professional competencies
for future specialists. In this direction such tasks as: accreditation of universities, participation in ratings,
obtaining licenses for demanded educational programs, equipping laboratories with modern material and
technical equipment, upgrading the qualifications of the teaching staff, maintaining feedback with the
employer, etc., are being accomplished in this direction.
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Activities carried out by universities for the employment of graduates. Karaganda Economic University
Kazpotrebsoyuz was established in 1966 as the Karaganda Cooperative Institute of the Centrosoyuz, in
1997 after passing the state certification the university was renamed and got the status of a university. In
2016, the university turned 50 years old.

Training is carried out on all three levels of the national education system: bachelor’s - master’s
degree - doctoral PhD. In accordance with the state license, the university implements 21 higher education
educational programs and 16 postgraduate programs. In 2014, the university passed institutional
accreditation. According to the national rating, the university takes the second place among the humanitarian
and economic universities of the country for the fourth consecutive year, according to the version of the
Independent Kazakhstan Agency for Quality Assurance in Education.

What activities held at the university to address the issues of employment of graduates:

1. For the purpose of more successful representation of graduates in the labor market, the University
annually conducts:

- master-classes on the topics “How to write a resume”, “How to pass a successful interview with an
employer”, which discuss the typical mistakes most often made by candidates for a particular position, the
importance of cover letters;

- trainings on interviewing, interpersonal relations, ways of adaptation and fastening at the workplace,
improving the technology of job search in market conditions;

2. The University systematically organizes work on the organization of master classes, coaching, and
meetings with employers. Where representatives of business communities, leading specialists, managers
of large companies meet with students in an informal setting to discuss questions of building a professional
career, demonstrate practical skills, inform about effective ways and forms of employment.

3. One of the new directions of work on employment was the creation of the page “I want to work™ in
the social network “VKontakte” to promote the employment of graduates, where information is posted on
the availability of vacancies, invitations to practice, announcements about events (master classes, Career
Day), links to employment materials, etc. The purpose of creating the page is also to maintain constant
contact with alumni, track changes in the career, and attract them to further cooperation. In the context of
university specialties, the analysis of Kazakhstan labor exchanges on the Internet is carried out (Rabota.
nur.kz, rabota.yandex.kz, OLX, hh.kz, quzmet.kz). Then, based on the results of the analysis of the above-
mentioned Internet sites on the page of the social network “VKontakte” in the “I want to work” community,
links to existing vacancies are published. The purpose of creating the page is also to maintain constant
contact with alumni, track changes in the career, and attract them to further cooperation.

4. Annually in November, for the graduates of the University, the “Career Day” is organized and
held, where employers of the Karaganda region are invited. The main goal of “Career Day” is to provide
temporary and permanent job placement for students and graduates of the University, as well as to assist
employers in selecting prospective young professionals. All employers are given discs, which contain
electronic summaries of university graduates.

5. Quarterly updates the information system “Graduate” for the website of the “Enbek” MES RK.

6. Great attention is paid to the university to practical-oriented training. In particular:

- Platinum lectures are conducted annually, read by the heads of government agencies and large
organizations of the region, by leading specialists, to familiarize students and teachers with the achievements,
problems and prospects of a specific industry, to stimulate students to achieve professional career growth
and development on the example of personal and professional qualities And competences of lecturers;

- Field practical classes - the most important stage of training, which allows students to move from
theoretical knowledge to practice. Illustrative examples contribute to a better understanding of the theory
by students; positively influence the student’s views on the future profession;

- At the request of enterprises, the writing of diploma works is carried out; employers are invited to
participate in the work of state attestation commissions and conduct training sessions.

7. The university has close interaction with graduates who are already currently employers and have the
possibility of hiring.

8. A good tradition was the conclusion of tripartite contracts between the university, student and
employer, according to which, after graduation, the employer guarantees employment to the graduate.
Such employers include: Kazakhmys Corporation, ArcelorMittal JSC, Shubarkul Komir JSC, Tabys Audit
Consulting LLP, Aprel-Kulager LLP, Shakhtinsk meat-packing plant, etc.
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9. Today the problem of the quality of education occupies one of the central positions in modern
domestic educational policy and science. The applied procedures and criteria for evaluating the quality of
training of university specialists are multifaceted and cover the whole content of the education process.
One of the criteria that are increasingly gaining importance in assessing the quality of graduates is the
assessment of employers’ opinions.

Systematically conducted in the university marketing research on the topic “Employers’ satisfaction with
university graduates and identifying the competencies required by the labor market”, allow to determine
the future directions of work on the employment of graduates.

When employing a young employee, the employer always makes a number of requirements, according
to which he determines the degree of preparation of this specialist. For example, the question: “What
skills should a graduate of a university have in order to get a job in your organization?” The respondents
answered that first of all the graduate should be formed “knowledge in professional work” (71%) and there
should be a “desire to improve and work on themselves “(71%). Further, respondents noted “professional
curiosity” (62%), “computer literacy” (48%), “knowledge of legislation” (34%).

Also, the main competencies that a graduate should possess, according to employers, are:

1) general professional competence: understanding of business processes of enterprises and their
interrelations; ability to competently conduct business correspondence, draw up reports, reports, other
documents;

2) communication competence: the ability to present the produced product, service; ability to express
their ideas clearly; ability to negotiate;

3) analytical competence: systematic thinking, analytical thinking, the ability to quickly learn new
knowledge;

4) innovative competencies: the vision of new opportunities; the ability to generate new ideas, initiative,
independence;

5) behavioral characteristics: responsibility, discipline; the ability to effectively use time; ability to
work in a team and achieve collective goals.

To particular requirements to personal qualities, one can also include stress resistance; purposefulness;
self-confidence, ability to conduct business negotiations and so on.

In addition to the requirements for character and personal qualities, some employers also named such
qualities as pleasant appearance, competent speech, absence of words-parasites, neatness. In the opinion of
almost all respondents, communication skills are an important quality for any graduate (the success of the
work of the whole organization depends on their ability to build effective communication with colleagues);
stability, readiness to perform simple and boring works (especially at first, it is difficult to assume that they
will be offered creative, responsible work at once in a new place; rather, they will be routine, boring and
time-consuming tasks “for a newcomer”, the ability to adequately perform such tasks, “not break “and
promise both perspectives and respect); project thinking (the ability to build a logical chain of actions in
your head and imagine the final result of your activity, it is important to understand your place in the long
process chain, to understand the goals, results and intermediate stages); ability to quickly perceive new
information (this quality was also called “easy learning”, “innovative thinking”).

In the course of the survey, it was found out that the main problem of the university graduates is a lack
of practical knowledge. Employers have faced the fact that graduates often have a too general idea of their
profession, some graduates do not understand what they should do in the future; insecurity, low initiative
and efficiency, lack of system knowledge, inability to work with documents. In order to study the level
of students ‘satisfaction with the quality of the organization and the passing of the production practice, a
survey was conducted among students on the topic: “Students’ satisfaction with the quality of organization
and the passing of production practice”. The question “Did qualified specialists help you from the practice
base?”” The majority of respondents - 91% answered positively and 9% of them were negative. When asked
whether the students had the opportunity to use workshops and laboratories on the basis of practice, the
following answers were received: 60% of respondents answered that they had such an opportunity, 20% did
not always and 20% did not have the opportunity to use workshops and laboratories. To the question “Did
students-interns have an opportunity to solve all the learning tasks provided by the program of practice
on this basis?”” The majority of respondents (75%) believe that they had the opportunity to solve all the
tasks set, 25% did not always have the opportunity. Answering the question “Did the internship students
achieve the main goal of the practice and do they consider that they have sufficient theoretical knowledge
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that they got at the university?” - 82% of the respondents answered positively, 18% said they did not
use their theoretical knowledge. Implying that they did not need theoretical knowledge when passing the
practice, 60% of students believe that the workload of managers from enterprises did not allow them to
engage in training. To the question “Have you changed the idea of the future profession after the practice?”
More than half of the respondents (62%) answered negatively, 38% say that after passing the practice they
changed their ideas about their future profession.

As the analysis of the answers has shown, the employer does not always take care about the quality of
the practice conducted on the basis of his enterprise. This issue was not left without attention from the state.

The Law on Education of the Republic of Kazakhstan (2007) [16] establishes the obligation of
employers to provide jobs for students to pass practice, and also raises the issue of mandatory completion
of a state educational grant by graduates in their specialty for at least three years after graduation. This
commitment is aimed at increasing the responsibility of field government bodies, national companies,
training enterprises, and also contributes to the fact that employment and work on the specialty will be
further improved and strengthened.

Summarizing, we should say that universities hold meetings with employers, presentations of graduates,
fairs of specialists, meetings of graduates of past years with students of relevant specialties. A database
of graduates of universities of recent years is being maintained with the aim of communicating with
alumni, monitoring their career, notifying graduates who do not have a job about emerging vacancies,
etc. Continuous communication with enterprises is maintained to obtain information about the need for
specialists.

Higher education institutions have long-term contracts with large enterprises, institutions and
organizations of the region. To conduct a personal distribution of graduates by higher educational
institutions to the enterprises of the region and other regions of Kazakhstan letters are sent with a list
of issued specialties and a request for applications for specialists, as well as invitations to managers of
enterprises to participate in the distribution.

At the same time, it should be noted that enterprises, especially industrial ones, without foreseeing the
need for specialists, refuse to provide universities with places to practice and at the same time make very
high demands on graduates in terms of their practical training. But in order to have sufficient practical
skills for the student, it is necessary the help of the enterprises when organizing professional practices.

There is an imbalance between the quality of university graduates’ training and the real demands of the
labor market.

There is absence of an order for the training of specialists with certain qualifications on the part of
employers to the education system.

Employers are not satisfied with the quality of training and are forced to allocate funds for training
specialists in the workplace.

Strategic plans of universities are not result-oriented, increasing the competitiveness of graduates.

Programs for the development of universities are often of a declarative nature and are aimed at resolving
current problems, the priorities of state and regional development programs are not taken into account.

In the process of learning, theory prevails over practice.

Not paid attention to the timely update of the content of education and the requirements of employers.

Employers are not actively involved in the actual process of training.

The analysis of stakeholders’ interests in the field of employment of university graduates has the
following consequences and recommendations:

1. Interaction of the stakeholders in the training of future specialists.

2. Development of professional standards by employers’ associations.

3. Creation of competence development centers and the ability to find employment in the university.

As the results of the research showed, the main content of the contradictions between the employer and
the graduate is the lack of interaction between them.

The current state of development social activity students in University in the Republic of Kazakhstan

Abstract. The article describes the role, importance and current state of development social activity students
in Universities of Kazakhstan.

Attitude of young people of modern Kazakhstan to non-traditional religious organization

Abstract. The article is devoted to the problem of propagation non-traditional religious among youth of Kazakhstan,
the object of which is mostly young people. The article analyzes the results of a representative sociological survey
conducted by the mass survey method in 2017 by Scientific Research Center “Youth”, the purpose of which was to
study the attitude of the youth towards the NRM (New Religious Movement). NRM are non-traditional religious
movement that beyond from traditional (national or world) religious, which are carriers of alternative religious ideas
while maintaining continuity with the religions of their exit. In the context of this article, the concepts of “non-
traditional religious organizations” and “NRM?” used as identical. The level of awareness of the youth of Kazakhstan
about the NRM, the main sources of information for young people about NRM, the reasons for getting into NRM
are analyzed. These indicators are analyzed through the prism of such socio-demographic indicators as the age of the
youth, the region of residence, the type of settlement (urban or rural environment), ethnicity.

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Socially - historical aspects of social practice of “halal” food

Abstract.The article presents an analysis of religious factors which had an impact on the formation of the social
practice of Halal food as a scientific direction in economic sociology. There are presented the components of the
social structure of Halal food practices, which became the basis for the Halal brand as useful, safe and quality product
in general.

Questions related to the production, handling and consumption of food are systematized by Sharia (a set of
prescriptions contained in the Quran and Sunnah). The term “Halal”, which in Arabic means permitted or allowed, is
used to denote the category permitted by the Shariah. The term “Haram” is applied to the category of forbidden, and
everything that implies excess in accumulation, consumption, production is designated by the term “Israf”.

This job also interprets the works of such sociologists as P. Sorokin and G. Simmel.

Recently it is observed the considerable influence of religion on all spheres of human activity, in this
particular case, Islam and formation of such social practice of food as “halal». Islam, being the second for
number dogma after Christianity, confesses practically in all parts of the world (more than 120 countries),
including Russia in particular, its extensive regions as Tatarstan, Bashkortostan, the republics of the North
Caucasus and Central Asia”[1].

The chief representative and the founder, who laid the foundation of not only the religion, but also
the Arab state, is God’s messenger, the Prophet Muhammad, whose name meant “Worthy of Praise”.
Muhammad is not only the founder of the Muslim community (ummah), to whom Allah sent the Holy
Scripture - the Quran, but also a political figure who created a powerful state within the territory of West
Arabia with an indigenous population “who had so far taken little or no part in religious and cultural life
of the humanity. “[2].

The Quran according to Islam is a revelation, a divine guidance and governance sent by Allah through
the prophetic mission of Muhammad. The Quranincludes the guidance, principles and laws, through which
a person can establish relations with God, himself and the society. For the sake of a righteous and happy
life, a Muslim should unquestioningly follow the divine imperatives; avoid its prohibitions and restrictions.

Questions related to the production, handling and consumption of food are systematized by Sharia (a set
of prescriptions contained in the Quran and Sunnah). The term “Halal”, which in Arabic means permitted
or allowed, is used to denote the category permitted by the Shariah. The term “Haram” is applied to the
category of forbidden, and everything that implies excess in accumulation, consumption, production is
designated by the term “Israf”.

In Islam,the social structure of collective eating, assumes following of a certain hierarchy, to the code,
rules and norms of table etiquette by means of which are designated and established its contents and
requirements. When Muhammad’scompanions appealed to him with a request to explain why they eat,
but couldn’t be sated enough, he asked them: “May be (you eat) separately.” They said: “Yes, it is.” Then
(Muhammad) said: “So get together for food and remember the name of Allah, the food will be blessed for
you.” [3, 4] The recommendation of collective eating becomes an important element in the formation of
the social structure of food: “One meal will suffice for two, food for two will be enough for four, and food
for four will be enough for eight “[5].

G. Simmel noted in his work that as a result of overcoming the purely egoistic, lower and connecting it
with the highest spiritual order, a socializing force is generated that forms the social structure of the joint
meal [6], as well as the content of the table etiquette “it is not allowed in the process of a meal to lean on
anything: “during the meal, I (Muhammad) do not lean (on anything)”.

The order of consumption doesn’t always depend on the social status of the individual, when Muhammad
was brought milk mixed with water, and to his left and in front of him were his companions, to the right
a simple Bedouin, prophethad drunk from a jar, handed to Beduin with the words: “It is necessary to pass
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the cup to those who sits on the right». As for compliance with the hierarchy, the owner of the drink should
first of all share with others, and only then he is allowed to drink himself: “let the one who gives drinks
drink the last himself”. This tradition secures in the individual’s mind the idea “not only for oneself, but for
others”, also preserving the socializing force of a collective meal, overcoming the immanent selfishness
of a person.

Also in the hadith, there are contradictions in the etiquette of consumption, for example, inadmissibility
of consumption of food and water in a standing position: “None of you should drink standing up, and
who will forget (about this and drink something standing), let him vomit (the drink)” although in other
texts we read that drinking standing is not forbidden:” He (Mohammed) drank it (water)standing “,” I saw
how (Muhammad) drank while standing and sitting”. This is explained by the peculiarity of the nomadic
lifestyle of the Arabs, the complexity of the nomadic life and military confrontation with other religious
groups. Sunnah texts (texts supplementing the Quran) contain recommendations for preventing Israf at
taking and ending the meal: “Let him who eats, lick his hand or let it be licked (by close family members)”;
“The shaitan is next to him, (does not live a man) and during eating, and if any of you drop a piece, clear
away (mote), which will stick to him, and then eat, not leaving it to the shaitan”, The implementation of
which allows for an economicalconsumption of food.

Muhammad in his doctrine urges not to eat food and to drink drinks from such precious metals as gold
and silver: “Don’t drink from gold and silver vessels and don’t wear dibaj (expensive silk-based cloth) and
silk (clothes),for, truly, (all this is intended) for them (infidels) in the world by the dolmets, andfor you -
in the eternal world”; “In the belly of one who drinks from a silver vessel, the flame of Hellna (hell) will
make noises” In some sources, this prohibition isclarified due to gender differences, for example, men are
not supposed to wear gold and silver ware, because they are only for women. However, we assume that
precious products act as an element of the owner’s social status, while in Islam the desire for luxury is not
encouraged and falls into the category of Israf.

In Islam, as in Judaism, a list of animals is regulated, meat and derivatives of which are forbidden to eat,
for example, there is a ban on eating any wild beast that has tusks, as well as any bird that has claws. The
exception of the general prohibition is the chicken, although in some mazhabs (sharia law) it is allowed to
eat hyenas.

In the fifth chapter (sura) of the Quran, called “The Meal”’(Al’-Maida), there is a direct indication of the
prohibition of eating the dead. In addition to the dead and blood, there is a ban on pork, but the reason for
its introduction is not specified. It is assumed that the ban on pork was simply borrowed by Muhammad
from Judaism, so as not to contradict the prohibitions set by Abraham.

Thus, for example, Douglas, analyzing the Old Testament text, comes to the conclusion that domesticated
livestock, unlike wild animals, is in its own way a slave of man who made an alliance with it, just as God
made an alliance with man. Pets have to meet two criteria to be considered pure (they must chew gum and
have bifurcated hooves), the pig does not satisfy any of the signs, so it cannot be classified as a pure animal.

However, in the case of forced hunger, when there is simply no possibility of finding the permitted food,
the Quran provides for the admission of use of the

forbidden. Sorokin wrote that “strong psychological hunger and thirst can overcome social and
psychological irritants of behavior,” under their influence, “believers often eat food forbidden by religion,
for Orthodox isferial food during the fast, for Mohammedan is pork™[7].

In the Quran, it is indicated that donkeys, mullahs and horses serve the human transport, therefore, it
is not allowed to eat them: “He created for you(horses, mules and donkeys), so that you ride on them, and
for decoration”; but, the use of horse meat is allowed: “[Once] during the life of the Messenger of Allah,
we stabbed the

horse and ate it.” An important role is played by the restrictions placed on slaughtering animals, namely
the requirement to damage the body of an animal with a sharp object for the purpose of releasing blood and
obligatorily holding a prayer ritual

before the procedure.

It is noteworthy that before the adoption of Islam, Arabs used alcoholic beverages, which were made
from five types of foods: wheat, barley, dates, raisins and honey. «This addiction to wine is reflected in their
language, in which the wine has about a hundred names, and in their poetry, which gives praise to wine,
cups and feasts”. In Islam, the use of alcohol, gambling and fortune-telling are identified with the activities
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of the shaitan and belong to the category «Hamr». The use of alcohol is unacceptable even for medicinal
purposes: “Truly, this is not a medicine, but a disease!».

Thus, the social structure of the practice of halal food includes the following elements: food bans
(Israf), regulating human food behavior in terms of religious ethics, recommendations for eating “sharing
food with others,” prayer rituals: at the

beginning of food intake and the end, compliance to the rules of the meal, the

requirements before slaughtering the permitted animal, etc. Concluding, we note that the development
of the industry “halal” in the modern food market, where poor quality and outright harmful products
dominate, will play an important role not only in raising awareness of human and religious tolerance, but
also to strengthen the individual’s responsibility for the quality of their food.

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Changes in social structure of Kazakhstan after the soviet union collapsed

Abstract.The article deals with the issues of the middle class. Comparative analysis of the Soviet period.
Independent Kazakhstan is also in the research facility. Also factors that influence the formation of the social
structure of society, including the class structure of society and the middle class of Kazakhstan at a new stage, are
also considered.Features in the socio-political structure of post-Soviet Kazakhstan are also in the author’s object.

The author examines the socio-economic development of the post-Soviet countries including Kazakhstan by
linking with Turkey.According to the description of the author in developed countries, the middle class consists
mainly of entrepreneurs, intellectuals, employees, representatives of creative professions, highly skilled workers.

Keywords. Soviet union, social structure, middle class, stratification

After the collapse of the USSR, the social structure of Kazakhstan began to change rapidly. The adoption
of a new model of the economy is one of the main reasons for these rapid changes. At a new stage, old
property relations began to change in Kazakhstan, new structures and social changes began to influence
the social structure of society. As a result of these events, social groups and classes of the USSR began to
develop in a new society. In this regard, the first change in property relations was introduced for a short
time. It is also worth considering the factors that influence the formation of the social structure of society,
including the class structure of society and the Kazakh middle class in a new stage.

In the first years of Independence in the economic space, Soviet society was based on public and state
property. Citizens had the right to own private property. However, private property belonged exclusively to
the owners of land, money and owners of a certain capital. From 1991-1992 in the 20th century, the process
of privatization began in Kazakhstan and continued until the first decade of Independence. In this period,
state farms, lands, a lot of enterprises, banks, all service sectors were privatized. Private property began
to develop in various forms and in many political spheres, private and corporate property arose. The goal
of all measures related to the transition to private property and market relations is to be able to develop
many economic issues with respect to individual initiatives and membership in free public institutions. The
development of the market enabled the country to implement economic reforms that provide an opportunity
to increase the level of economic development.

Gradually, various measures were taken to democratize society, implement new political and social
reforms that are still being carried out, improve the culture, education and human values of people. Of
course, it took a lot of time to resolve these issues, but at the beginning of the 20th century, Kazakhstan
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decided to solve these problems. At the beginning of the twentieth century, the process of development of
economic, political and socio-cultural reforms began to grow at a high level. All the changes that occurred
in the socio-economic and political structure of Kazakhstan for 26 years had a profound impact on its
social structure. Economic conditions also influenced changes in the social structure. Social groups in
Soviet society have not lost their values in the new Kazakh society. Kazakhstan, like other post-Soviet
states, did not allow forcible extermination of social groups created as a result of the October Revolution
of 1917. The new social structure of Kazakhstan has experienced many difficulties. The collapse of the
Soviet-party regime led to the collapse of the monopoly position of the party bureaucracy. In this period of
financial and social security of thousands of party members were out of work. If we use the terminology
of Weber, they are legally a social group and require a peaceful development under a new system of social
change. The second set was a status selected from civil servants.

In the socio-political structure of post-Soviet Kazakhstan was not Komsomol workers. The Komsomol,
an ideological youth organization, was made up of tens of thousands of professionals who are specialists
in their fields. The Komsomol had different sources of income, but it was financed by big capital. In Soviet
times, there were many trade unions. However, trade unions in Kazakhstan are losing their old services and
can not earn as before. 90-ies of the XX century, trade unions in Kazakhstan were subjected to a spiritual
and material crisis. But the new state will begin to form new trade unions instead of trade unions of the
former Soviet era. In the social structure of the new Kazakhstan, many unions and foundations created
in Soviet times, could not be transferred to the new system and there were some difficulties in society.
They had a shortage of money to continue their business, and the state could not finance them. Thus, in
Kazakhstan, with the collapse of the Soviet power, political and professional workers were left without
work, and bureaucratic propagandists were excluded from society [1, p.63].

After 1990, the new economic system affected the appearance of the first rich people in Kazakhstan.
From 1993 to 1995, the new rich group appeared in various social spheres. In the new political and economic
regimes, the rich people of the Soviet era consisted of members of the Communist Party, government
officials and leaders. At a new stage, employees at various government levels began to enrich entrepreneurs
in the private sector.

Talking about the social structure of the Soviet Union is a key part of my research work. The study of the
socio-stratified structure of the Soviet Union after the 1970s and 1980s is one of the most important problems
of the great researchers of the time. After the 70s and 80s, Russian authors as V.Semenov, M.N.Rutteevich
and A.Ambrosov conducted important studies. As a result of these studies, the social structure of the Soviet
Union began to be divided into two groups: the first - workers, the second - intellectuals or elites. People
out of these two groups were dependent on these groups. In addition, the main goal of these researchers
was to distinguish the qualitative and quantitative changes of the working class, the intelligentsia and the
third group depending on them. The working class - the majority of society. During the Soviet Union,
the share of employees increased to 65%. During the Soviet era, the social structure of Kazakhstan did
not haveinformation about a particular class. However, since the 20s of the 20th century,along with new
factories, railroads and urbanization policies, the first working class began to be formed.

One of the largest industrial structures in Kazakhstan was Turksib. During this period, the Turksib
worked over a hundred people. They are the first working class in the social structure of Kazakhstan. In
Kazakhstan, after 80 years, the share of employees in all trade union measures was 70%. In the USSR, the
dynamics of the formation of the working class were not considered from the social and professional side.

The social structure of the USSR is characterized as follows: High middle class - high-ranking, well-
paid workers and soldiers. The middle class - consists of employees working in harmful workplaces and
workers from rural areas.

The low middle class consisted of groups of people who have no education and those who worked in
black work. In the USSR, the middle class grew rapidly, especially among educated people.

After the historical events connected with the October Revolution of 1917, the opinion of Russian
sociologists about the origin and formation of the middle class became unnecessary in society. Changes
in the 30-ies of the twentieth century began to have great significance in society. Sociologists began to
conduct many studies to determine the social and psychological conditions of the middle class that arose
at that time. For example, we can consider the work of M.I. Tugan-Baranowski about people in “white
collars”.The class structure of Tugan-Baranovsky is viewed as a social group, “whose members correspond
to social processes and economic conditions.”[2, p. 25]. Based on his classic definition, he comes to the
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conclusion that the interests of the bourgeoisie are contrary to the interests of the capitalists, and not of
the workers. Also, the use of small wage labor in the production process indicates the introduction of the
proletariat.

At the beginning of the 20th century, Russian sociologists made a significant contribution to social
studies in the definition of the middle class. We can lead to a number of examples of social research.
Russian economist, philosopher A. Bogdanov did not consider the small bourgeoisie as a class.Taking into
account the above criteria, A. Bogdanov points out that the bourgeoisie “separates the amorphous mass
into two separate classes as an embryo of the class of crystals: the bourgeoisie and the proletariat.” In A.
Bogdanov’s opinion, the ideological uncertainty of the small bourgeoisie is one of the main manifestations
that separates it from the “concrete class”[3, p.118].

Thus, the Russian noted social scientists inconsistency small bourgeoisie, which is an important
constituent of the middle class. The middle class always relies on social benefits and social reforms for
social stability, social relations among the polar classes.On the other hand, the location of the middle class
between capital and labor determines the personal properties of members of a particular class and therefore
has no opportunity to commit unreasonable actions. In fact, Russian sociology examines the middle class
in two ways.

The views of Soviet society in the study of the middle class often represent an analysis in a class
without conflicts. Who were the middle class in Kazakhstan and when did they appear? After the collapse
of the Soviet Union in Kazakhstan, the middle class began to emerge from highly skilled workers and
entrepreneurs, such as engineers, scientists and doctors. The middle class in Kazakhstan differs from the
middle class in developed countries.According to the results of sociological surveys conducted by the
Kazakh statistical agency, the level of the middle class in Kazakhstan in the period 1992-2006 was 15-
20%. From 1992 to 2006, the level of the middle class of the country remained unchanged. However, this
situation has not changed since 2006 with the formation of the dynamics of the new middle class. From
an economic point of view, the assessment of the middle class is not enough.Like other social classes,
there are rules, strategies and factors that influence the development and change of the middle class.
Each middle class society is a heterogeneous class. However, the middle class can consist of different
businesses, intellectuals, entrepreneurs, traders and peasants. Therefore, from the psychological point of
view, the ideology of the formation of the middle class may not coincide with each other[4, p.43]. The
middle class, as mentioned above, consists of three parts: high middle class, middle class and low middle
class. The middle class is always striving for the upper class and the lower middle class tends to become
low class. This is the most promising and progressive part of the middle class. If we consider his character,
the middle class actions it is like a normal, honest, intelligent compared to other classes. In all countries
of the world besides the middle class, there are rich and poor classes.We all know that in the developed
and developing countries have poverty. The level of “poverty” as well as the level of “wealth” is part of
the economy. The growth of poverty in one country will depend on the development of this country. Also,
the problem of poverty was one of the most important issues in the Soviet Union. This issue has become a
problem for Kazakhstan and the CIS countries. After the collapse of the Soviet Union, the share of poverty
in these countries increased. With the collapse of the Soviet Union, there have been significant changes in
the social structure of Kazakhstan. In Kazakhstan, instead of old social institutions, new social institutions
were created. Accordingly, new factors appeared that contribute to the development of the social structure.

In the Soviet era, social groups and social classes were rebuilt in accordance with the post-Soviet social
structure. According to western thinkers, intellectuals and politicians, who are the most important social
group in society, given new structure, along with the social structure of society in Kazakhstan. This is the
most effective social group in the development of the state. After independence, the intelligentsia, political
groups and members of the former communist party began to participate in the formation of the middle
class in Kazakhstan. At the same time, there were different views in separate groups. On the other hand,
declining incomes per person during the transition period after gaining independence had a great impact
on the whole society, including these groups.

Through the introduction of a free market economy, the private sector has started to develop, and the
state has decided to transition problems. These economic changes are another factor affecting the formation
of social groups. By the end of the 1960s, employees were replaced by collective farms. Surviving farms
until 1994 were the first free trade initiatives, and they laid the foundation for private sector development
in Kazakhstan.
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Kazakhstan faced a number of difficulties, such as the economic crisis, social tension, living standards,
unemployment, environmental problems and crime. The most important task was to solve these problems
in order to overcome them and find the vocation of people in society. This makes it possible to adopt new
projects like, economic restructuring and the restructuring of society into modern high-tech industries;
creation of a socially-oriented market based on equal opportunities; property, price liberalization,
privatization of investment policy; the creation of a rule-of-law state and non-governmental organizations;
culture, education and the development of science.
